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1. Introduction
The South Jersey Transportation Planning Organization 
(SJTPO) is the federally recognized Metropolitan Planning 
Organization (MPO) for the southern New Jersey region, 
serving Atlantic, Cape May, Cumberland, and Salem 
Counties. SJTPO is one of three MPOs that serve the State 
of New Jersey. The North Jersey Transportation Planning 
Authority (NJTPA) represents the 13 counties of Bergen, 
Essex, Hudson, Hunterdon, Middlesex, Monmouth, Morris, 
Ocean, Passaic, Somerset, Sussex, Union, and Warren. It 
also includes the cities of Newark and Jersey City. The 
Delaware Valley Regional Planning Commission (DVRPC) is 
a bi-state agency serving Burlington, Camden, Gloucester, 
and Mercer counties in New Jersey, as well as Bucks, 
Chester, Delaware, Montgomery, and Philadelphia 
counties in Pennsylvania. 

Under federal law, the formation of an MPO is required for any urbanized area (UZA) with a 
population greater than 50,000. The MPO is responsible for developing transportation plans for 
the region. In 1993, SJTPO replaced three smaller existing MPOs while incorporating areas that 
were not previously served. The formation of SJTPO provided a more robust regional approach 
to solving transportation challenges and identifying transportation opportunities throughout 
southern New Jersey. SJTPO is vital to the region, serving simultaneously as a technical resource, 
a conduit for member agencies to maintain their eligibility to receive federal transportation 
funds, a convener for cooperative decision-making, and a coordinator for regional planning 
activities addressing transportation planning and engineering issues. 

Federal funding for transportation projects and programs is channeled through MPOs, which are 
responsible for creating and maintaining a continuing, comprehensive, and cooperative (3C) 
transportation planning process. To guide transportation investment decisions, MPOs coordinate 
the transportation planning activities of participating agencies and adopt a long-range, regional 
transportation plan (RTP).  

Further, MPOs are responsible for developing a Transportation Improvement Program (TIP), 
which is the subject of this document. A TIP is a federally mandated document that lists all federal 
and state-funded surface transportation projects and programs in a metropolitan area. The MPO 
develops it in collaboration with state and local transportation agencies, transit operators, and 
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the public. Each MPO is required to produce a TIP that spans at least four years and must be 
updated every two years. 

The SJTPO’s RTP, Forward 2050, is central to the planning implementation process. In contrast to 
the TIP, which contains programmed and committed projects for the next ten years, Forward 
2050 is SJTPO’s primary document for long-term planning, providing a framework for guiding 
investment decisions over a 25-year horizon. Forward 2050 incorporates committed projects – 
including those outlined in the TIP – along with longer-term projects and short- and long-range 
strategies, which lay the foundation for future projects. 

Additional key MPO activities include promoting critical transportation investments across the 
region and actively engaging the public in the planning process during project development. Each 
MPO must ensure the region's compliance with federal regulations that impact transportation 
decisions, such as the 1990 Clean Air Act Amendments. To meet federal requirements, MPOs 
ensure the eligibility of their member agencies and transit operators for federal transportation 
funds, covering planning, capital improvements, and operations. 

For MPOs with a regional population exceeding 200,000 (which applies to SJTPO), a 
Transportation Management Area (TMA) designation is assigned. The TMA designation stipulates 
the following key requirements and processes: demonstrating effective public involvement, 
coordination with state and local agencies, and performance-based planning; establishing a 
Congestion Management Process (CMP); adhering to greater responsibilities in project selection 
for federal funding, including for the Surface Transportation Block Grant Program (STBG); and 
ensuring that the MPO’s Metropolitan Planning Area (MPA) includes the entire urbanized area 
and any areas that are anticipated to become urbanized within a 20-year forecast period. 

Overview of the Transportation Improvement Program 
The TIP is a federally required document, updated every two years, that details all federal and 
state-funded surface transportation projects and programs over a specified time frame, with a 
minimum duration of four years. The TIP includes regional highway projects and programs, as 
well as statewide projects and programs to be advanced by the New Jersey Department of 
Transportation (NJDOT) and New Jersey Transit (NJ TRANSIT). All projects identified as potential 
candidates for inclusion in the TIP are screened to verify project scope, status, schedule, and cost. 
The resulting list of projects is analyzed independently by participating agencies prior to being 
incorporated into the TIP document. 

This document is SJTPO’s TIP for Federal Fiscal Years (FFYs) 2026 to 2035, effective from October 
1, 2025, through September 30, 2035 – see Table 1. The fiscally constrained TIP refers to a 
federally required planning document that includes only those transportation projects for which 
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funding is reasonably expected to be available over the TIP’s time period – which is typically four 
years. The MPO must provide sufficient financial information to demonstrate that projects in the 
document can be implemented using committed, available, or reasonably available revenue 
sources, along with substantial assurance that the federally supported transportation system is 
being adequately operated and maintained. The TIP includes all regionally significant projects 
receiving Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) or Federal Transit Administration (FTA) funds, 
or for which FHWA or FTA approval is required, in addition to non-federally funded projects that 
are consistent with the RTP. Furthermore, the TIP must be fiscally constrained.

SJTPO’s TIP complements the Statewide Transportation Improvement Program (STIP) for New 
Jersey, which includes the TIPs from the three MPOs that serve New Jersey: SJTPO, DVRPC, and 
NJTPA. The STIP serves two purposes: it presents a comprehensive, one-volume guide to 
significant transportation improvements planned in New Jersey, and it functions as the federally 
required reference document for use by FHWA and FTA in approving the expenditure of federal 
funds for transportation projects in New Jersey.1 The TIP contains a range of project types, 
including: Local Systems Support, Mass Transit Assets, Road Assets, and Congestion Relief, among 
others. Figure 1 illustrates the types of projects included in the TIP, encompassing projects led by 
various agencies, including the NJDOT, NJ TRANSIT, as well as counties and other municipal 
partners.

Components of the TIP 
There are four components of the TIP, including: 

1. A List of Projects;
2. A Financial Plan;
3. The Transportation Conformity Analysis, and
4. Performance-Based Planning.

Each of these components is discussed below. A list of the SJTPO Regional Projects and Programs 
and NJDOT and NJ TRANSIT Statewide Projects and Programs can be found further in the body of 
this document (Sections 2 through Section 5). A detailed description of the Financial Plan can be 
found in the section titled Project Funding, and Appendix A and Appendix B include the full text 
of the Transportation Conformity Analysis and Performance-Based Planning. 

List of Projects 
The TIP must include all regionally significant projects receiving FHWA or FTA funds, or for which 
FHWA or FTA approval is required, in addition to non-federally funded projects that are 
consistent with the RTP. All surface transportation projects and other transportation-related 
improvements within the SJTPO region are included in the TIP. The projects are categorized by 
state organization: Regional Projects and Programs (Section 2), NJDOT Statewide Projects and 
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Programs (Section 3), and NJ TRANSIT Statewide Projects and Programs (Section 4). The Regional 
Projects and Programs section comprises projects and programs within the SJTPO region, 
including those sponsored by the NJDOT and those locally led by SJTPO-member agencies. In 
contrast, the NJDOT Statewide Projects and Programs, as well as the NJ TRANSIT Projects and 
Programs, encompass transportation initiatives that are managed throughout the entire state. 

In addition to the above-noted projects, there are Other Federally Funded Projects (Section 5) 
that are financed through congressionally directed spending, competitive grant programs from 
various federal agencies, or other federal funding mechanisms. These funds are not otherwise 
listed in the resources or expenditures tables. 

There are several toll authorities with facilities in the SJTPO region, including the South Jersey 
Transportation Authority (SJTA), the New Jersey Turnpike Authority (NJTA), and the Delaware 
River and Bay Authority (DRBA). These agencies undertake numerous significant projects by 
utilizing their funds. As noted above, these funds are also not listed in the resources or 
expenditures tables. The listing of projects provides a more complete picture of the 
transportation investments and priorities throughout the SJTPO region. The projects are included 
in Section 6. 

Financial Plan 
Federal planning regulations require the TIP to include a financial plan for implementing the TIP. 
It must indicate the public and private financial resources that are reasonably expected, along 
with a set of recommendations for innovative financing techniques to fund critical projects and 
programs. Federal expenditures in the first four years of the TIP (FFY 2026 – 2029) are strictly 
constrained to expected funding.  

SJTPO’s 10-year TIP (FFY 2026-2035) represents a joint commitment between NJDOT, NJ 
TRANSIT, and SJTPO to provide funding for specifically identified projects and programs within 
the region and to participate in statewide programs. The 10-year TIP is based on a specific set of 
statewide financial assumptions for compliance with federal guidelines. Details related to 
financial assumptions can be found within the STIP document. 

Only the first four years (FFY 2026-2029) of the STIP are fiscally constrained, and the following six 
years (FFY 2030-2035) are included for informational purposes. Programming costs and decisions 
are made based on these amounts. The FFY 2026-2035 STIP programming total, the funding 
expected to support the entire 10-year period, is estimated at $48.421 billion. These revenue 
estimates are outlined in the STIP and were developed in full consultation with FHWA and FTA, 
as well as NJDOT, NJ TRANSIT, and New Jersey’s three MPOs, at a meeting held on January 8, 
2025. 
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The allocation of federal and state funds for projects within New Jersey is derived from a 
combination of the annual Capital Program, the three regional TIPs, and the STIP. Statewide, the 
cost of projects programmed for each State Fiscal Year (FY) – which is July 1 to June 30 – must 
equal the planned resources for that year. Each project must also be assigned to a funding 
category that is appropriate for the project and for which adequate funding is available. There 
may be significant variations in the number of funds programmed within an MPO area from year 
to year, as needs and specific project implementation schedules dictate. These programming 
decisions are made cooperatively with the participation of NJDOT, NJ TRANSIT, local government 
representatives, other relevant agencies (all members of the MPOs), the State Legislature, and 
the public.  

Details about how projects are funded and specific funding sources under the discretion of SJTPO 
can be found under Project Funding. 

Transportation Conformity Analysis 
The entire four-county SJTPO region falls within the Philadelphia-Wilmington-Atlantic City, PA-
NJ-MD-DE Marginal 8-Hour Ozone Non-Attainment Area. As such, all projects within the TIP, 
regardless of funding source or the project sponsor, are reviewed for their effect on air quality 
and, consequently, their degree of conformity to air quality standards established by the United 
States Environmental Protection Agency (US EPA). Transportation Conformity, as the process is 
formally known, is demonstrated when future planned, federally funded highway and transit 
projects are determined not to cause new air quality violations, worsen existing violations, or 
delay the timely attainment of the NAAQS. Conformity findings must also be based on established 
budgets for “ozone precursor” pollutants – volatile organic compounds (VOCs) and oxides of 
nitrogen (NOx) – for all applicable analysis years in the MPO region of the designated non-
attainment area. 

The Transportation Conformity document aims to demonstrate the conformity of the FFY 2026-
2035 TIP and the RTP within the NAAQS. Consistent with the requirements for nonattainment 
areas and through the Transportation Conformity determination, SJTPO has demonstrated that 
the projects and programs within the FFY 2026-2035 TIP and the current RTP, Forward 2050, will 
continue to meet the 2015 NAAQS and conform to the State Implementation Plan (SIP). 

The adoption of the Transportation Conformity findings is considered along with the TIP. With 
this approval, the Transportation Conformity findings are incorporated into the approved TIP. 
The conformity findings for this TIP are summarized in Appendix A. 

Performance-Based Planning 
Performance-Based Planning and Programming (PBPP) is a strategic approach used by MPOs to 
ensure that transportation investment decisions are driven by data and aligned with measurable, 
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desired outcomes. In the context of the TIP, PBPP verifies that the transportation investments 
made in the SJTPO region contribute to the established performance targets. Additional details 
on each component of the TIP are provided for reference as follows. 

The Moving Ahead for Progress in the 21st Century (MAP-21) Act, alongside the Fixing America’s 
Surface Transportation (FAST) Act and the subsequent Infrastructure Investment and Jobs Act 
(IIJA) are the three major transportation funding bills that govern federal surface transportation 
spending and require State DOTs and MPOs to establish and use a performance-based approach 
to transportation decision-making. This includes tracking performance measures, setting data-
driven targets for each measure, and selecting projects to help meet those targets. The IIJA also 
requires that the TIP include a description of its anticipated effect toward achieving the 
established performance targets, linking investment to those targets. 

Performance-Based Planning and Programming (PBPP), as defined by FHWA, is a systematic, 
data-driven approach that links transportation investment decisions to performance outcomes. 
It is a core requirement for both statewide and metropolitan transportation planning processes. 
A performance-based approach to planning and programming enhances accountability and 
transparency, ultimately leading to more informed investment decisions. PBPP centers around 
three performance measures and their seven associated goals as outlined below. See Appendix 
B for more information pertaining to PBPP. 

Performance Measure 1: Safety Performance Management 
1. Safety

Performance Measure 2: Pavement and Bridge Condition Performance 
2. Infrastructure Preservation

Performance Measure 3: Travel Time and Freight Reliability Performance 
3. Congestion Reduction
4. System Reliability
5. Freight Movement and Economic Vitality
6. Environmental Sustainability
7. Reduced Project Delivery Delays

Additionally, following the MAP-21 Act, the FTA established a baseline for a strategic and 
systematic process to effectively operate, maintain, and improve public capital assets throughout 
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their entire lifecycle.2 The FTA approach to PBPP includes the development of the following 
performance-based plans:  

1. Transit Asset Management (TAM) Plan
2. Public Transportation Agency Safety Plan (PTSAP)

Relationship to the Regional Transportation Plan 
Forward 2050 serves as the long-range RTP for the SJTPO region and guides the region’s 
transportation goals for the next 20+ years through the horizon year of 2050. Forward 2050 
identifies the region’s long-term needs and the projects and activities that seek to address them. 
Much like the TIP, only transportation projects in the RTP are eligible for federal funding. Forward 
2050 also includes a comprehensive review of current transportation resources in South Jersey. 
It includes highway, transit, bicycle, pedestrian, and intermodal facilities. For each travel mode, 
the travel demand is reviewed, needs are assessed, and opportunities for improvement are 
discussed along with strategies. 

The RTP guides the TIP project selection process, which supports SJTPO’s ten regional goals. The 
RTP must be updated at least every four years, while the TIP is updated every two years. As such, 
every other update cycle, project solicitation, and scoring are initiated during the RTP update. On 
the off-RTP cycle updates, projects are solicited during the development of the TIP. 

Development of the TIP 
While the TIP takes effect on October 1, marking the start of the federal fiscal year, the 
development process begins 12 to 15 months in advance. 

Approximately 15 months before adoption: 

• SJTPO requests basic project information from its subregional planning partners. During
this time, SJTPO works with NJDOT Capital Programming staff to forecast the availability
of federal funding.

• The Pre-Evaluation Screening Process, Project Evaluation Process, and any necessary site
visits are then completed to determine priority projects and provide feedback to improve
project implementation and adherence to goals.

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• Next, the draft list of projects, along with basic project information, is submitted to NJDOT
for preliminary review.

• NJDOT then provides comments on the draft list of projects a year before adoption, and
shortly after, SJTPO prepares final comments on the list to share with the subregions.

Approximately ten months before adoption: 

• Multiple resource meetings are held with the NJDOT, the three MPOs, NJ TRANSIT, the
FHWA, and the FTA. Once final comments and concerns are addressed, SJTPO works to
finalize the fiscally constrained Capital Program for the TIP.

• Once the program is received, SJTPO begins the Transportation Conformity analysis, and
the Transportation Conformity document is drafted.

Approximately six months before adoption: 

• The SJTPO Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) and Policy Board endorsed final project
scores from the SJTPO Project Evaluation Process.

• The TIP is then drafted and reviewed internally for three months.

Approximately three months before adoption: 

• Once both documents are completed, SJTPO initiates a three-month public involvement
process to ensure that individuals, affected agencies, private transportation providers,
and other interested parties have the opportunity to comment on the proposed program.
In accordance with federal mandates, SJTPO actively encourages public participation in
the planning process.

• Per SJTPO’s Public Involvement Plan (PIP), the TIP is open for a minimum 30-day public
comment period. All comments and responses are incorporated into a final TIP document,
which is presented to the TAC and Policy Board for consideration and potential adoption
in September 2025.

In the final month before adoption: 

• SJTPO continues to collaborate with state and subregional partners to track project status
and aid with the federal authorization process. Following federal approval, the SJTPO
submits the TIP to NJDOT for inclusion in the draft STIP. Once completed, NJDOT submits
the Final Conformity and STIP to FHWA, FTA, and the US EPA for review. The final STIP
and individual TIP documents are approved, adopted, and effective October 2025.

Project Evaluation Process 
The RTP is the guiding document for the TIP. Not all federally funded projects included in the RTP 
will be included in the TIP, whereas all federally funded projects in the TIP must be included in 
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the RTP. Each project or phase included in the TIP must be consistent with the approved RTP. To 
maintain consistency between both documents, the RTP will be revised first whenever a TIP 
revision is required, per the Memorandum of Understanding (MOU). Additionally, an RTP Tracker 
will be maintained to provide clarity and transparency related to revisions to the RTP document. 

The SJTPO revised its Project Evaluation Process on July 22, 2024, to better support the 
development of the RTP and the TIP. This process includes two distinct tracks: near-term projects 
planned for implementation within 1–10 years, and long-term projects anticipated for year 11 
and beyond. For the TIP, only 1–10-year projects are included, projects in the 1–10-year 
timeframe are scored using detailed evaluation criteria that reflect federal, state, and regional 
priorities and are eligible for inclusion in the TIP. These projects would benefit from more 
comprehensive data, enabling a rigorous assessment of their alignment with performance-based 
planning targets, RTP goals, and SJTPO planning initiatives. The evaluation not only assigns 
numerical scores but also encourages project improvements through a Pre-Evaluation Screening 
Process, ensuring that near-term investments are strategically aligned and impactful. 

Two Evaluation Tracks: 

Years 1–10: Near-term projects eligible for inclusion in the TIP. 

Years 11+: Long-term projects included in the RTP but not the TIP. 

• Evaluation Approach:

• Near-term projects are evaluated with detailed, data-driven criteria.

• Long-term projects are assessed more broadly due to limited information.

• Pre-Evaluation Screening: Applies only to 1–10 year projects.

• Includes site visits and reviews for alignment with safety, Complete Streets,
Environmental Justice, and funding priorities.

• Evaluation Criteria for 1–10 Year Projects:

• Performance-Based Planning Targets (e.g., congestion, pavement/bridge
condition, safety, emissions).

• SJTPO Planning Initiatives (e.g., Environmental Justice, flood zones, tourism,
evacuation routes).

• Project Impact (e.g., length, traffic volume).

• Cost Effectiveness (benefit/cost ratio).
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• Evaluation Criteria for 11+ Year Projects:

• Focus on potential to support planning targets and emphasis areas.

• Scoring is less detailed and not used to rank projects.

Specific details related to the evaluation criteria for projects in Years 1–10, which will be 
advanced through the TIP, are available on the SJTPO website. 

For projects other than Local Lead projects using other funding sources, the Project Evaluation 
Process may differ based on the nature of the funding. Projects that meet specific criteria may 
qualify for funding from another SJTPO program, such as the Highway Safety Improvement 
Program (HSIP), funded SJTPO Local Safety Program, CMAQ, CRP, Transportation Alternatives 
(TA) Set-Aside Program, and Safe Routes to School (SRTS) Program. These funding programs are 
competitive, and each has its application process. Specific details about those processes are 
available on the respective pages on the SJTPO website. 

• Local Safety Program, funded through federal HSIP
• Congestion Mitigation & Air Quality Improvement Program (CMAQ)
• Carbon Reduction Program (CRP)
• Transportation Alternatives Set-Aside Program (TA Set-Aside)
• Safe Routes to School Program (SRTS)

Consultation and Coordination 
SJTPO staff do not work unilaterally on the TIP. The development of the TIP begins 15 months 
before the expected date of TIP adoption. It is the product of months of SJTPO staff work and 
deliberations involving regional groups, including the NJDOT, NJ TRANSIT, county and municipal 
transportation planners and engineers, tribal nations, the public, and elected officials at the state, 
county, and municipal levels. 

The TIP links the transportation planning process to implementation. Throughout the TIP 
development cycle, SJTPO works with county, municipal, and other local partners to identify and 
prioritize projects for the TIP project pool. All projects identified as potential candidates for 
inclusion in the TIP were screened to verify project scope, status, schedule, and cost. The 
identified projects were analyzed independently by the participating agencies, with the resulting 
list of projects incorporated into this TIP document.  

To demonstrate that the TIP will meet air quality standards mandated by the US EPA, SJTPO 
coordinates with the US EPA, the NJ Department of Environmental Protection (NJDEP), and other 
agencies during the Transportation Conformity process. SJTPO then works with NJDOT, NJ 
TRANSIT, and New Jersey’s other MPOs to compile the draft and final STIP. 
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When the draft TIP and Transportation Conformity are prepared, the SJTPO initiates a public 
involvement process to ensure that individuals, affected agencies, private transportation 
providers, and other interested parties have the opportunity to comment on the proposed 
program. Following adoption, SJTPO continues to collaborate with state and subregional partners 
to monitor project status and support the federal authorization process. The collaborative 
process is integral to the development of the TIP and the ongoing updating of the TIP 
documentation after its adoption. 

The TIP and STIP are valuable references for implementing agencies, such as NJDOT and NJ 
TRANSIT, as well as all other parties interested in transportation issues in the state. Hundreds of 
projects and millions of dollars in funding are allocated each year to improve transportation in 
the State of New Jersey. An approved TIP provides the region with access to federal funds, serves 
as the basis for transportation funding decisions in the region over the next ten years, and 
establishes a consensus among MPO members, other transportation interest groups, and the 
public in the region regarding which projects should have priority for available funds.  

For a project to be funded and moved forward toward implementation, it must be included in 
the TIP document. Once included in the approved TIP, it is scheduled for funding. However, the 
project's implementation is not guaranteed, as it is the project sponsor's responsibility, and may 
be subject to additional studies, analyses, or public hearings to justify its implementation. The 
TIP can be utilized to learn more about all these projects planned for the coming years, providing 
transparency about the project costs, funding sources, and timelines.  

Appendix C provides more details on the consultation and coordination process, including the 
roles and responsibilities of all agencies involved in TIP development, as well as an outline of key 
decision points. 

Public Involvement Process 
When the Draft TIP and Transportation Conformity are prepared, the SJTPO initiates a public 
involvement process to ensure that residents, regional stakeholders, affected agencies, 
employees, private transportation providers, and other interested parties have the opportunity 
to comment on the proposed program. During the comment period, the Draft TIP and 
Transportation Conformity are available on the SJTPO website. 

As noted in the PIP, which outlines federal requirements and best practices related to public 
involvement, SJTPO shares public notice in area newspapers and through the SJTPO General 
Information e-list. Additionally, a letter is sent via email to each federally recognized and non-
federally recognized tribal nation, notifying them that the TIP is available for review and 
comment on the SJTPO website.  
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SJTPO’s draft and approved documents, including the TIP, are available online, with hard copies 
at the SJTPO office and select regional libraries for free public viewing. The list of participating 
State Depository Libraries in each county is available on the PIP webpage. If an individual cannot 
view the TIP document through the various sources mentioned, hard copies may be requested 
through the SJTPO website. The document request form is available at the bottom of the SJTPO 
TIP webpage. 

As one of SJTPO’s major planning documents, the TIP requires a minimum 30-day public 
comment period, during which at least one public meeting is held. The public comment period 
for the FFY 2026-2035 TIP will be held from Wednesday, July 2, 2025, through Sunday, August 3, 
2025. SJTPO will also host two public meetings. Participants can attend the public meetings in 
person at the SJTPO office or virtually via GoToMeeting. Meetings will be held at midday and in 
the evening to accommodate the schedules of interested parties as best as possible.

Comments are solicited through advertisements in local newspapers, with several options for 
feedback available, including a comment form located at the bottom of the TIP webpage, email, 
fax, or direct messages to SJTPO’s Facebook and X accounts. SJTPO central staff responds to all 
comments submitted by the public, as well as those submitted by all partners, including NJDOT, 
FHWA, FTA, and others. 

The public comment period and public meetings are held jointly for SJTPO’s TIP and the portion 
of the Statewide TIP that is relevant in the SJTPO region. The NJDOT and NJ TRANSIT do not hold 
separate meetings for their statewide projects or programs. All public comments received during 
the comment period, including those at the meeting, will be summarized and incorporated into 
Appendix D. 

Revision Process 
Although a new TIP is developed every two years, the TIP is updated as needed through a 
modification and amendment process. Once the TIP is adopted by the SJTPO Policy Board, 
approved by the state, and the STIP is approved by the federal government, procedures for 
updating the TOP are specifically outlined in a joint Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) 
between DVRPC, NJTPA, SJTPO, NJ TRANSIT, and NJDOT. The MOU establishes a set of procedures 
to be used for processing and implementing revisions, amendments, and modifications to the 
three TIP documents from the three MPOs, as well as revisions to the STIP. 
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As noted, federal regulations require that each project or project phase included in the TIP shall 
be consistent with the approved RTP. To maintain consistency between the two documents, the 
RTP is revised in conjunction with the TIP, in accordance with the MOU. 

The goal of the MOU is to simplify the TIP modification and amendment process. State agencies 
may make specific changes, such as small cost increases, without any action by SJTPO. Significant 
changes, such as larger cost increases or the addition or deletion of a project, are reviewed by 
SJTPO staff and the SJTPO Policy Board. These revisions must maintain fiscal constraint, adhere 
to the Project Evaluation Process, ensure Transportation Conformity, and incorporate 
appropriate public involvement. Any modification made to the current TIP is incorporated into a 
TIP Tracker, providing complete transparency. 

An Amendment to the TIP/STIP is required when a new project or program is added, 
distinguished by two types of amendments: Major and Minor. Both types of amendments require 
approval from the TAC and Policy Board before being approved by the FHWA and FTA. The MOU 
outlines conditions that must exist for an amendment. The change will qualify as a Modification 
if these conditions do not exist. 

A Modification is a lesser change, such as correcting technical information or changing the federal 
funding source of a project. There are three types: Informational, Administrative, and Committee 
Action. As with Amendments, the MOU describes specific circumstances for each type of 
modification. 

The NJDOT Electronic Statewide Transportation Improvement Program (eSTIP) is a tool designed 
to streamline and enhance the modification and amendment process of the TIP/STIP through the 
electronic submission, processing, and approval of amendments or modifications. The NJDOT 
eSTIP enables NJDOT, NJTPA, SJTPO, DVRPC, NJ TRANSIT, PANYNJ, FHWA, FTA, and the public to 
access information related to projects, financials, amendments, and modification actions, 
promoting interagency collaboration. While the agency partners use the eSTIP tool to process 
revisions to the TIP/STIP, it also serves as a public reference to view current project information 
and see the mapped TIP/STIP projects. 

Project Funding 
The TIP includes local and state transportation infrastructure projects, as well as regional and 
statewide transportation improvement programs and transit enhancement initiatives. The FFY 
2026-2035 TIP is funded with over $1.5 billion in federal and state funding, identified for 
transportation improvements within the four SJTPO counties, as well as participation in 
statewide programs. 
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Funding Sources 
FHWA and FTA are the primary funding sources for projects in the TIP. Additionally, the State of 
New Jersey provides funds through the Transportation Trust Fund (TTF) and appropriations, 
which have been used to fund select projects. Counties, municipalities, private developers, toll 
road authorities, and transit operators are also potential sources of project funding. Federal law 
and regulations require that the TIP and STIP are fiscally constrained for the first four years, 
meaning “planned federal aid expenditures” cannot exceed “projected revenues.” 

The current federal transportation legislation is the IIJA, also known as the Bipartisan 
Infrastructure Law (BIL), signed into law on November 15, 2021, and enacts program authority. 
Each fiscal year, an obligation limitation is set, which represents the spending authority (budget) 
that the federal government (Congress) allocates to each state. Program authority enables the 
state to expend funds, whereas the obligation limit determines the maximum amount of funds a 
state may expend. States may only be allowed to spend a small portion of their limit at any time. 
The IIJA determines the apportionments. Apportionment refers to the funding allocated to each 
state per program. NJDOT receives a spreadsheet each year with the apportionment codes for 
each funding program. NJDOT uses these apportionments for programming purposes (i.e., NJDOT 
programs projects up to the apportionment amounts).  

It should be noted that there is a difference between the obligation limitation (budget) and the 
apportionments. The difference is that NJDOT does not know the obligation limitation when 
programming projects, but knows the apportionment amount. NJDOT traditionally programs up 
to the apportionment amount because it receives the apportionments from the government 
before the obligation limitation is set by Congress. The NJDOT can only estimate the projects that 
will be submitted for authorization each year, so it cannot program over the apportionment 
amounts. Since the TIP is fiscally constrained, many proposed and necessary projects cannot be 
included in the TIP. A complete list of funding categories utilized by both NJDOT and NJ TRANSIT 
can be found within the Glossary of this document. 

Urbanized Funding Available through SJTPO 
For federally funded projects initiated by SJTPO’s county partners, the primary source of funding 
is the Surface Transportation Block Grant Program (STBGP). These projects are often referred to 
as Local Lead projects since the county serves as the project sponsor and is the responsible 
agency for moving the project through the project delivery process. The STBGP funding may be 
used on highway, bridge, or transit capital projects, planning and research programs, and a 
variety of other eligible project types. 

STBGP funding is suballocated to areas of New Jersey based on their relative share of the state’s 
population. The four STBGP funding categories available for use in the SJTPO region are:  
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• STBGP-AC: explicitly designated to the Atlantic City Urbanized Area (AC UZA) with a
population equal to or greater than 200,000 persons

• STBGP-B50K200K: areas with a population between 50,000 and 200,000 persons
• STBGP-B5K50K: areas with a population between 5,000 and 50,000 persons
• STBGP-L5K: areas with a population of less than 5,000 persons

Figure 2 illustrates the four categories of STBGP funding received by SJTPO, which are allocated 
to the surrounding population area where these funds are eligible for expenditure. 

For additional clarity, projects in Cumberland County cannot be funded with STBGP-AC funds. 
Similarly, projects in Atlantic County cannot be funded using STBGP-B50K200K, as this urbanized 
boundary is not located in the county. During the project selection process, and as part of fiscally 
constraining the TIP, SJTPO staff programs Local Lead projects with the appropriate funding 
category in accordance with the applicable urbanized area.

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Other Federally Funded Programs Available through SJTPO 
Aside from STBGP funds, counties and municipalities in the SJTPO region are eligible for 
additional funding through NJ TRANSIT and NJDOT, but distributed by SJTPO. The Project 
Selection Process may differ based on the nature of the funding: 

• Local Safety Program: SJTPO provides federal funding through the federal Highway Safety
Improvement Program (HSIP) for safety projects in the SJTPO Local Safety Program. The
purpose of the HSIP is to significantly reduce and ultimately eliminate fatalities and
serious injuries on all public roadways through a data-driven, strategic approach to
improving highway safety.

• Congestion Mitigation & Air Quality (CMAQ): SJTPO provides federal CMAQ funding for
surface transportation projects that improve transportation efficiency by reducing
congestion and improving air quality. Project selection is based on the air quality benefit,
emissions efficiency, cost-effectiveness, and deliverability. The Congestion Mitigation &
Air Quality and Carbon Reduction Program completes a combined application process for
the joint solicitation.

• Carbon Reduction Program (CRP): SJTPO provides CRP funding for projects that intend to
reduce ecological impacts.  Much like the CMAQ project selection process, the CRP project
selection process is based on air quality benefits, emissions efficiency, cost-effectiveness,
and deliverability. The Congestion Mitigation & Air Quality and Carbon Reduction
Program completes a combined application process for the joint solicitation. Additional
information on SJTPO’s CRP, including the most up-to-date Application Process, is
available at https://www.sjtpo.org/programs/carbon-reduction-program/.

• Transportation Alternatives Set-Aside Program (TA Set-Aside): SJTPO provides federal
funding through the TA Set-Aside Program for projects designed to strengthen the
cultural, aesthetic, and ecological aspects of the nation’s intermodal transportation
system. Projects are selected based on promoting multimodal travel, regional or
community benefits, safety and public health benefits, and more.

• Safe Routes to School (SRTS) Program: SJTPO helps administer NJDOT’s SRTS Program.
This program aims to make bicycling and walking to school safer and more appealing
transportation alternatives, thereby encouraging a healthy, active lifestyle from an early
age.

Both the TA Set-Aside and SRTS Programs are jointly administered by NJDOT and the MPOs. More 
information about these federally funded programs is available on the NJDOT Local Aid Resource 
Center webpage.

Introduction

Multi-Year Funding 
Multi-year funding is an innovative financing technique utilized by NJDOT and NJ TRANSIT to 
program and authorize only a specific portion of the project phase necessary to support 
reimbursement of planned cash outlays. The remaining portions of the project phase are 
programmed in subsequent years. In the first federal fiscal year of funding for a multi-year funded 
phase of work, NJDOT will only seek federal authorization for that portion of the federal funds 
shown in the specified federal fiscal year of the STIP. The remaining balance of funds for that 
phase of work will appear in the STIP in the federal fiscal year in which NJDOT intends to request 
federal authorization for the remaining funds needed to continue or complete the phase/project. 
Each multi-year, federally funded project will be submitted to FHWA with the condition that 
authorization to proceed is not a commitment or obligation to provide federal funds for that 
portion of the undertaking not fully funded herein. Fiscal constraint will always be maintained 
throughout this process. 

If sufficient federal funding is not available in any federal fiscal year to complete a multi-year 
funded phase of work, NJDOT will take full responsibility to fund that portion of the phase of 
work. If state or other funding is unavailable to complete a project, the project may be terminated 
or placed on hold until funding is made available. In all cases, NJDOT would need to comply with 
applicable federal and New Jersey State law. This may include providing a revised air quality 
conformity determination to FHWA/FTA and reimbursing FHWA/FTA for any federal funds 
expended on the project, where applicable. SJTPO does not utilize multi-year funding for any 
Local Lead projects. 

Study and Development 
Study and Development is a process that aims to identify and prepare candidate projects to be 
added to future Fiscal Year TIPs. The RTP identifies potential NJDOT and NJ TRANSIT projects that 
require additional problem analysis and concept development to prepare them for advancement 
to the next TIP. SJTPO does not typically lead the advancement of projects in this stage of work.  

During this stage, several analyses can be conducted, including project feasibility, the level of 
environmental analysis outlined in the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA), and 
identification of the necessary permits. These items are assessed to develop and evaluate a range 
of alternatives, to identify project impacts and costs, and to determine if fatal flaws are present. 
The project scope is defined through the identification of a preferred alternative, and 
supplemental engineering is completed to garner community support and preliminary approval. 
By generating alternative strategies, ideas, and concepts, potential projects are ready for 
evaluation in the next iteration of the TIP. 
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In the current TIP, several Study and Development Projects are being led by NJDOT in the SJTPO 
region. 

• Atlantic County, Atlantic City: Route 30, Bridge Over Jonathan’s Thorofare – DBNUM
24388

• Atlantic County, Hamilton Township: Route 40/50, Bridge over Great Egg Harbor River –
DBNUM 23307

• Cumberland County, Bridgeton City: Route 49, Buckshutem Road, Intersection
Improvements (CR 670) – DBNUM 95017

• Cape May County, Upper Township: Route 49, Bridge over Mill Creek – DBNUM 24304
• Atlantic County, Folsom Borough: Route 54, Bridge over Penny Pot Stream – DBNUM

20348
• Cumberland County, Vineland City: Route 55 NB & SB, Bridge over Oak Road (CR 681) –

DBNUM 23353
• Cumberland County, Millville City: Route 55 SB, Bridge over Route 49 – DBNUM 17304

Projects in the SJTPO Region 
All subregions in the SJTPO region participate in the collaborative process to improve roadways. 
Besides the more traditional highway and public transit projects, projects can be multimodal. 
Bicycle, pedestrian, and freight-related projects are viable alternatives. 

Through the iteration of the RTP, staff review and update the SJTPO Project Evaluation Process, 
which is used to aid in selecting projects for inclusion in the RTP and TIP. The process centered 
on two key elements. The first element comprises evaluation criteria that align with the 
Performance-Based Planning Process, RTP Goals, and SJTPO Planning Initiatives. The second 
element supports the Pre-Evaluation Screening Process, which evaluates projects by assessing 
both the quality of the project and actively encouraging improvements to better align with 
regional, state, and federal guidelines and priorities, such as safety, Complete Streets, and other 
key priorities. The following highlights a few evaluation criteria for prioritizing projects in the 
SJTPO region. 

Traffic Congestion: Projects are evaluated for traffic congestion to advance RTP Goal 2: Mitigate 
Traffic Congestion and promote efficient system operation. The following projects are examples. 

• Cape May County, Lower Township: Seashore Road Phase III (CR 626) from Sandman
Boulevard to Tabernacle Road (CR 647) – DBNUM S2117
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• Cape May County, Upper Township: Roosevelt Boulevard (CR 623) reconstruction from
Northbound GSP exit 25 to structure 0500-004 – DBNUM S2312

Pavement Condition: Projects are evaluated for pavement condition to advance RTP Goal 3: 
Restore, Preserve, and Maintain the existing transportation system. Pavement condition is 
assessed by the Surface Distress Index (SDI) from the SJTPO Pavement Management System or 
International Roughness Index (IRI) based on the NJDOT International Roughness Index (IRI) 
Guidelines on three categories of roadway – interstate freeways, NHS-highways, non-NHS 
highways, and other county highway(s). The following project is an example.  

• Cape May County, Dennis Township: Kings Highway (CR 608) resurfacing from Route 83
to CR 628 – DBNUM S2310

Freight Movement: Projects are evaluated for freight movement to advance RTP Goal 4: Support 
the Regional Economy. Freight movement is identified by evaluating potential improvements to 
the regional network based on existing truck stops, average daily traffic (ADT) of trucks, freight 
traffic generator locations, and the percentage of freight traffic by volume, as provided by the 
SJTPO Regional Freight Plan Data Collection and Analysis. The following projects are examples.  

• Cumberland County, City of Vineland: Mill Road, Garden Road (CR 674) to Forest Grove
Road – DBNUM S2317

• Cumberland County, City of Vineland: Mill Road, Forest Grove Road to Gallagher Drive –
DBNUM S2315

• Cumberland County, Various: FFY 2027 Federal Road Program (CR 634) to Nabb Avenue
– DBNUM S1403

Fatalities and Serious Injuries: Projects are evaluated for fatalities and serious injuries to advance 
RTP Goal 7: Improve Transportation Safety. The fatalities and serious injury criterion focuses on 
improvements related to safety for drivers, bicyclists, and pedestrians through the advancement 
of substantive safety improvements. The following projects are examples.  

• Atlantic County, Egg Harbor City: Philadelphia Avenue (CR 563) – DBNUM S2307
• Cape May County, Upper Township: Roosevelt Boulevard (CR 623) reconstruction from

Northbound GSP exit 25 to structure 0500-004 – DBNUM S2312
• Cape May County, Middle Township: Resurfacing of Shunpike Road (CR 620) from Oyster

Road to Dias Creek Road (CR 612) – DBNUM S2313
• Cape May County, Dennis Township: Kings Highway (CR 608) resurfacing From Route 83

to CR 628 – DBNUM S2310
• Cape May County, Lower Township: Townbank Road (CR 648) from Clubhouse Drive to

Bayshore Road (CR 603) – DBNUM S2314
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• Cumberland County, City of Vineland: Reconstruction of S East Avenue – DBNUM S2318
• Salem County, Salem City: Walnut Street (CR 665) – DBNUM S2302
• Salem County, Pilesgrove Township: Kings Highway (CR 620) – DBNUM S2301

Flood Zone: Projects are evaluated for flood zones to advance RTP Goal 5: Improve the Resiliency 
and Reliability of the transportation infrastructure, particularly along the Atlantic and Delaware 
Bay shorelines. Flood zones are evaluated for their ability to improve the performance of that 
facility in flood conditions using the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) 1 Percent, 
or 100-year floodplain, and the FEMA 0.2 Percent, or 500-year floodplain. The following projects 
are examples.  

• Atlantic County, Atlantic City: Martin Luther King Jr. Boulevard (Mediterranean Avenue
to Route 30), Phase II – DBNUM S2101

• Cape May County, Middle Township: Ohio Avenue, Bacharach Boulevard to Atlantic
Avenue – DBNUM S2113

• Cape May County, Lower Township: Seashore Road Phase III (CR 626) from Sandman
Boulevard to Tabernacle Road (CR 647) – DBNUM S2117

• Cape May County, Stone Harbor: Ocean Drive (CR 619) resurfacing from 99th Street to
the Great Channel Bridge – DBNUM S2311

• Cape May County, Lower Township: Townbank Road (CR 648) from Clubhouse Drive to
Bayshore Road – DBNUM S2314

Tourism: Projects are evaluated for tourism to advance RTP Goal 6: Increase and enhance 
opportunities for Travel and Tourism. Tourism is evaluated on improvements to travel and 
tourism infrastructure. This includes promoting regional trails, byways, and access to shore areas 
or other amenities. The following project is an example.  

• Cape May County, Lower Township: Townbank Road (CR 648) from Clubhouse Drive to
Bayshore Road – DBNUM S2314

Evacuation Route: Projects are evaluated for evacuation routes to advance RTP Goal 10: Improve 
Security. Evacuation routes are evaluated for their ability to enhance the route, encompassing 
both primary and secondary evacuation routes. The following projects are examples.  

• Atlantic County, Margate City: Jerome Avenue from Ventnor Avenue (CR 629) to Beach
Thorofare Bridge – DBNUM S2306

• Cape May County, Upper Township: Roosevelt Boulevard (CR 623) reconstruction from
Northbound GSP exit 25 to structure 0500-004 – DBNUM S2312

• Salem County, Alloway Township & Mannington Township: Welchville Road (CR 540) –
DBNUM S9912
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• Salem County, Alloway Township & Pilesgrove Township: Commissioners Pike (CR 581)
– DBNUM S2111

• Salem County, Pilesgrove Township: Kings Highway (CR 620) – DBNUM S2301

Major Projects Implemented 
Federal planning regulations require that the TIP list major projects from the previous TIP (in this 
case, FFY 2022–2031) to identify any significant delays in the planned implementation of major 
projects, along with anticipated projects in the current FFY 2026-2035 TIP. The exact definition 
of a major project is subjective and at the discretion of the MPO. The average project cost in the 
SJTPO region is just over $4.0 million. SJTPO defines a major project as any project with a four-
year program with a total cost exceeding $10.0 million. As federal regulation outlines, SJTPO staff 
will continue to track major projects. Additional details related to the projects are included in 
Section 9. 

In the FFY 2026-2035 TIP, the major projects are as follows: 

• Atlantic County, Atlantic City: Route 30, Bridge over Duck Thoroughfare – DBNUM
14428: This project will replace the bridge. Preliminary Engineering for $1.997 million was
authorized in FFY 2020, with Right-of-Way in FFY 2023 for $0.5 million. The project's
design was completed in FFY 2024 for $2.2 million, and construction is anticipated in FFY
2029 for $23.95 million. The construction of this project was delayed from FFY 2023.
Atlantic County, Atlantic City: Route 30, Bridge over Newfound Thorofare – DBNUM
16350: This project will replace the bridge. Right-of-way is anticipated for FFY 2025 for
$0.375 million, with construction anticipated in FFY 2029 for $ 45.5 million. The
construction phase of work was delayed from FFY 2023 due to the need for the Right-of-
Way.

• Atlantic City, Egg Harbor Township: Route 40, Atlantic County, Drainage – DBNUM
08371: Construction was anticipated in FFY 2024 for $43.200 million after being delayed
from FFY 2020, and the amount increased from $20.000 million.

• Cumberland County, Millville City: Route 49, Bridge over Maurice River – DBNUM
15314: Construction was anticipated in FFY 2024 for $16.200 million

• Cumberland County, Maurice River Township: Route 47, Bridge over Menantico Creek
– DBNUM 16346: This project will replace the bridge over Menantico Creek. Right-of-Way
was authorized in FFY 2022 for $0.3 million. Utility work was done in FFY 2024 for $0.7
million, with construction anticipated in FFY 2028 for $16.4 million.

• Cape May County, Upper Township: Route 50, Bridge over Cedar Swamp Creek –
DBNUM 17329: Right-of-Way was authorized in FFY 2022 for $0.400 million, with
construction anticipated in FFY 2024 for $35.800 million
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In the current FFY 2026-2035 TIP, the major projects are as follows: 

• Atlantic County, Somers Point City and Absecon City: Route 9, Atkinson Avenue to
Bayview Drive – DBNUM 15397: Construction was anticipated in FFY 2024 for $10.250
million.

• Atlantic County, Linwood City, Northfield City, Pleasantville City, Absecon City: Route 9,
Chapman Blvd to Route 30 (Whitehorse Pike) – DBNUM 19369: This project will
reconstruct the pavement to improve existing conditions, ride quality, and structural
capacity to carry the expected future traffic load. Preliminary Engineering was complete
in FFY 2024 for $6.75 million. Project design work is anticipated in FFY 2026 for $8.25
million, Right-of-Way in FFY 2028 for $12.0 million, and construction in FFY 2033 for
$121.5 million.

• Cape May County, Dennis Township: Route 47, Bridge over Dennis Creek – DBNUM
17303: This project was initiated by the Bridge Management System and will replace the
bridge deck and superstructure of the structurally deficient bridge. Project design work is
anticipated in FFY 2025 for $2.6 million, with Right-of-Way anticipated in FFY 2026 for
$0.3 million, and construction in FFY 2030 for $11.25 million.

• Cumberland County, Millville City: Route 47, Henderson Avenue to High Street –
DBNUM 15340: Design work is anticipated in FFY 2025 for $1.1 million, Right-of-Way is
anticipated in FFY 2026 for $1.8 million, and construction is anticipated in FFY 2030 for
$10.9 million.

• Cape May County, Middle Township: Route 47, Nummytown Mill Pond Dam – DBNUM
12320: This project was initiated from the Bridge Management System. This Class 2 dam
has insufficient spillway capacity, as required by New Jersey safety standards, and poses
a significant hazard. Design is anticipated in FFY 2025 for $2.6 million. Right-of-Way is
anticipated in FFY 2026 for $2.0 million, with construction anticipated in FFY 2030 for
$10.45 million.

• Atlantic County, Buena Boro, Buena Vista Twp, Hammonton Town: Route 54, Atlantic
City Expressway to Rt 30 (Whitehorse Pike) – DBNUM 15379: Construction was
anticipated in FFY 2024 for $11.900 million.

• Cumberland County, Millville City: Route 55, Bridges over Route 47 – DBNUM 17306:
This study will examine replacing the bridge deck/superstructure. The design was
completed in FFY 2024 for $2.5 million, with construction anticipated in FFY 2027 for $22.3
million.

• Atlantic County, Hamilton Township: Route 322, Bridge over Great Egg Harbor River –
DBNUM 15448: This project was initiated by the Bridge Management System and will
replace the structurally deficient bridge built in 1931 and widened in 1959. Right-of-Way
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is anticipated in FFY 2025 for $0.36 million, and construction is anticipated in FFY 2028 for 
$14.45 million. 

• Cumberland County, Vineland City: Chestnut Avenue Safety Improvements and
Rehabilitation – DBNUM S2401: This is a new project in the current TIP and will include
major safety improvements such as road diet, lighting, fully ADA-compliant walkways,
enhanced visibility at crosswalks, modernized traffic signals, and other improvements.
Preliminary Engineering work was done in FFY 2024 for $0.227 million. Design was
completed in FFY 2024 for $0.076 million, with construction anticipated in FFY 2025 and
FFY 2026 for $24.221 million and $0.597 million, respectively.

How to Use the TIP Tables and Project Sheets 
The TIP document and subsequent STIP contain several tables and charts detailing the funding 
resources available in the state, as well as information about each project. 

Tables 2-6 NJDOT and NJ TRANSIT Expenditures and Resources 
The first five tables list the expenditures and resources for NJDOT and NJ TRANSIT, with figures 
shown in millions. Expenditures refer to the funds that respective agencies will spend, while 
resources are the funds available to the state from specific funding categories. NJDOT and NJ 
TRANSIT list their funds, federal and otherwise, for each federal fiscal year included. 

Tables 7-11 Metropolitan Planning Organizations and Statewide 
Distribution of Funds 
The next four tables in the TIP detail how funds are distributed from the state, NJDOT, and NJ 
TRANSIT to each of the three New Jersey MPOs, with figures shown in millions. Of the total 
amount of funds distributed to SJTPO, on average, an estimated $14.5 million is programmed 
annually through STBGP funding by SJTPO, along with $3.0 million in HSIP, $1.9 million in CMAQ, 
and $0.726 million averaged over the TIP years of CR funds for the Atlantic City Urbanized Area. 

Tables 12-13 NJDOT Multi-year Project Funding 
These two tables detail current and prior programmed funding for the NJDOT multi-year funded 
federal projects and NJDOT multi-year funded state projects. These projects are long-term, multi-
year projects at either the federal or state level. 

Table 14 NJ TRANSIT Federal Equipment Lease Payments 
This table displays the current fiscal year's and future year's estimated funding needs for federal 
equipment lease payments for transit projects.

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TIP Project Sheets 
In addition to the financial tables, the TIP Project Sheets include information related to the 
project and programs to be advanced in the SJTPO region. The TIP projects are broken down by 
state organization: Regional Projects and Programs (Section 2), NJDOT Statewide Projects and 
Programs (Section 3), and NJ TRANSIT Projects and Programs (Section 4). 

For reference, a summary table of the TIP projects is included in advance of the TIP Project 
Sheets. The summary table provides financial information relating to each project in the TIP listed 
alphabetically by name. Across the project row are details on the project sponsor, its location, 
the MPO it falls under, the phase it is in (as of the TIP publication), the funding source, and the 
funding amounts for the year (FFY 2026-2035). 

Following the summary table in each section are the TIP Project Sheets, which provide more 
detailed information about each project. This includes information not provided in the summary 
table, such as a project description, asset management category, air quality code, phase cost 
breakdowns, and any relevant project notes. 

The graphic on the following page can be used as a guide for reading and understanding a TIP 
Project Sheet. 

Web Map Application 
To enhance transparency and accessibility, SJTPO has developed a dynamic, web-based mapping 
application to accompany the TIP. This web map application allows users to explore projects 
geographically and interactively, reflecting real-time updates as the TIP is amended or revised. 
Each project listing within the map includes the database (DB) number, project name, 
description, project funding amount, and geography (county) within the attributes table. Where 
available, additional details such as project funding type and project sponsor are also added as 
attributes to improve usability and context. Given the evolving nature of the TIP, SJTPO maintains 
a single, continuously updated map rather than static versions, which can quickly become 
outdated. The map is housed directly on the Projects webpage.

Infrastructure
Preservation

One of NJDOT’s five Core Missions described as projects and programs with a primary 
focus on preserving, rehabilitating, or reconstructing existing physical assets such as 
roads and bridges. 

Operations and 
Maintenance O&M 

One NJDOT’s five Core Missions described as routine and regular expenditures 
required to keep the highway surfaces, shoulders, roadsides, structures, and traffic 
control devices in usable condition; maintain facilities; purchase winter operations 
equipment, light trucks, cars, and construction equipment; and respond to winter 
storms and emergencies. This Core Mission also includes administrative operations 
such as human resources and budget and accounting, which support more than one 
of the Core Missions. 

Safety 

One of NJDOT’s five Core Missions is described as projects and programs with a 
primary focus on improving the public health and safety of motorists, pedestrians, 
cyclists, and other transportation network users by reducing transportation‐related 
fatalities and injuries.

South Jersey Transportation Planning Organization 225 

As a Project Category, the Safety classification includes work that is designed to 
improve safety for the traveling public on the existing highway system. Program 
categories within this classification include safety improvements, safety management, 
and safety capital maintenance. 

Mass Transit 
One of NJDOT’s five Core Missions is described as passenger transportation services 
operating on established schedules along designated routes or lines with specific stops 
and is designed to move relatively large numbers of people simultaneously. 

Mobility and Congestion 
Relief 

One of NJDOT’s five Core Missions described as projects and programs with a primary 
focus on maintaining or increasing the movement of passengers and goods. Projects 
and programs that are not safety or infrastructure preservation but that improve 
quality of life. 

Funding Categories 

Projects are funded under various funding categories, depending on the type of work to be done. NJDOT funding categories include:

Bridge-Off 

This federal‐aid funding category provides funds to NJDOT for the rehabilitation or 
replacement of bridges defined as structurally deficient and/or functionally obsolete 
per federal definitions. This funding is used for bridges that are off the federal‐aid 
system. 

Carbon Reduction 
Program CRP 

This federal-aid funding was established pursuant to Section 11403 of the IIJA. Under 
the guidance of the Metropolitan Planning Organizations, this program provides funds 
for projects to reduce transportation emissions for the development of carbon 
reduction strategies. 

Casino Revenue Annual allocation of the 8.5 percent of the Casino Revenue Fund appropriated to NJ 
TRANSIT for transportation services for senior citizen and disabled residents. 

Congestion Mitigation 
and Air Quality CMAQ 

This federal‐aid funding category to NJDOT and NJ TRANSIT was established under the 
federal Intermodal Surface Transportation Efficiency Act of 1991 (ISTEA) to support 
projects which improve air quality and/or relieve congestion without adding new 
highway capacity. This program was designed to help states meet their Clean Air Act 
obligations. The federal Moving Ahead for Progress in the 21st Century Act (MAP‐21) 
has an increased focus on addressing PM 2.5. 
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Coronavirus Response 
and Relief Supplemental 
Appropriations Act, 2021 

CRRSAA-AC 
The Coronavirus Response and Relief Supplemental Appropriations Act, 2021 
(CRRSAA), Title VI of Division M, Public Law (Pub. L.) 116-260, appropriated an 
additional $10,000,000.00 for Highway Infrastructure Programs (HIP). 

Demonstration Funds DEMO 

Federal transportation acts sometimes target specific projects in various states in 
addition to general programs for federal support. This funding category to the NJDOT 
includes “demonstration” funding provided under the federal Intermodal Surface 
Transportation Efficiency Act of 1991 (ISTEA) as well as “high priority project” funding 
provided under Transportation Equity Act for the 21st Century (TEA‐21) and Safe, 
Accountable, Flexible, Efficient Transportation Equity Act: A Legacy for Users 
(SAFETEA‐LU). These projects, with “demonstration” or “high priority project” funding 
often have special rules of use. 

Ferry Boat Program FBP-FHWA Federal funds to NJDOT are allocated for improvements to ferry boats and ferry
terminal facilities throughout the State. 

Highway Infrastructure 
Program HIP 

The HIP provides federal funds to construct highways, bridges, and tunnels. Funding is 
allocated to various urbanized areas including the Atlantic City Urbanized Area and is 
displayed as HWIZ905-AC, HWIZ910-AC, or HWIZ919-AC depending on the year of the 
appropriation.  

Highway Safety 
Improvement Program HSIP 

This federal‐aid funding category to  NJDOT was established under Safe, Accountable, 
Flexible, Efficient Transportation Equity Act: A Legacy for Users (SAFETEA‐LU) with the 
purpose of significantly reducing traffic fatalities and serious injuries on all public roads 
in a comprehensive and strategic manner consistent with the State’s Strategic 
Highway Safety Plan. Moving Ahead for Progress in the 21st Century Act (MAP‐21) has 
continued this program with a focus on performance measures and targets. 

Job Access and Reverse 
Commute Program JARC Non-Federal Transportation Administration funds used to meet local share match for 

JARC. 

Local Technical 
Assistance Program LTAP Federal funds to NJDOT are allocated for the center that provides information and 

training to local governments and agencies to foster a safe, efficient, and 
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environmentally sound surface transportation system by improving skills and 
increasing knowledge of the transportation workforce and decision makers. 

MATCH These are local funds to NJ TRANSIT that are needed to match federal funding (JARC 
and SECT 5311). 

METRO‐NORTH Funding to NJ TRANSIT received from the Metro‐North Commuter Railroad of the New 
York Metropolitan Transportation Authority. 

Operating OPER These are fare box revenue funds to NJ TRANSIT. 

OTHER 
Third‐party funds to NJDOT and NJ TRANSIT represent funding provided from other 
sources, including but not limited to, bi‐state and autonomous authorities, private 
entities, and local governments. 

Planning PL/PL-FTA This federal‐aid funding category provides funds to NJDOT for the federally mandated
transportation planning process conducted within each MPO. 

Port Authority of New 
York and New Jersey PANY‐NJ This represents funding provided to the NJDOT and NJ TRANSIT by the Port Authority

of New York and New Jersey. 

Rail-Highway Grade 
Crossing Program RHC 

This is a federal funding category provided to NJDOT and is intended to develop and 
implement safety improvement projects to reduce the number and severity of crashes 
at public highway‐rail grade crossings. Eligible activities include signing and pavement 
markings at crossings, active warning devices, crossing surface improvements, sight 
distance improvements, grade separations, and the closing and consolidation of 
crossings. 

Recreational Trails RTP 

New Jersey’s Recreational Trails Program allocated to NJDOT provides grants to public 
agencies and nonprofit organizations for a variety of trail projects. The New Jersey 
Department of Environmental Protection (NJDEP), Division of Parks and Forestry, is 
the administrator of the program. 
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Safe Streets and Roads 
for All Program SS4A 

The SS4A discretionary grant program is focused on improving roadway safety for all 
users by reducing and eliminating serious injury and fatal crashes through 
comprehensive safety Action Plans and their subsequent implementation. 

Section 5307 SECT 5307 

Under Moving Ahead for Progress in the 21st Century Act (MAP‐21), this program has 
been consolidated to include the Job Access and Reverse Commute (JARC) program 
(formally SECT 5316); Federal Transit Administration Urbanized Area Formula 
Program, including funding to NJ TRANSIT for Transportation Enhancements (SECT 
5307‐TE); Transportation Alternatives Set-Aside (TA Set-Aside) Program (SECT 5307‐
TA Set-Aside); and Associated Transit Improvements (SECT 5307‐ATI). 

Section 5309 SECT 5309 See SECT 5339 (Bus and Bus Facilities Program). 

Section 5310 SECT 5310 
Enhanced Mobility of Seniors and Individuals with Disabilities. This program provides 
formula funding to NJ TRANSIT to increase the mobility of seniors and persons with 
disabilities. The former New Freedom Program (SECT 5317) is folded into this program. 

Section 5311 SECT 5311 

Non‐urbanized Area Formula Program-Federal funding is provided to NJ TRANSIT for 
rural public transportation programs (formerly known as the Section 18 Program). Job 
Access and Reverse Commute (JARC) program funds are also eligible under the Rural 
Area Formula Program. 

Section 5324 SECT 5324 

This NJ TRANSIT funding category assists States and public transportation systems with 
emergency‐related expenses. Emergencies are defined as natural disasters affecting a 
wide area or a catastrophic failure from an external cause for which the governor of a 
state has declared an emergency or the President has declared a major disaster. The 
program funds capital projects to protect, repair, reconstruct or replace equipment 
and facilities. It also funds transit agency operating costs related to evacuation, rescue 
operations, temporary public transportation service or changing public transportation 
route service before, during or after an emergency in an area directly affected. 
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Section 5326 SECT 5326 

This NJ TRANSIT funding category is also known as Transit Asset Management. Moving 
Ahead for Progress in the 21st Century Act (MAP‐21) requires the FTA to define the 
term State of Good Repair (SGR) and create objective standards for measuring the 
condition of capital assets, including equipment, rolling stock, infrastructure, and 
facilities. All FTA grantees and their subrecipients are required to develop transit asset 
management plans. FTA will support this effort through technical assistance, including 
the development of an analytical process or decision support tool that allows 
recipients to estimate their capital investment needs over time and assists with asset 
investment prioritization. 

Section 5337 SECT 5337 

Under this NJ TRANSIT funding category, Moving Ahead for Progress in the 21st 
Century Act (MAP‐21) establishes a new formula‐based State of Good Repair (SGR) 
grant program dedicated to repairing and upgrading the nation’s rail transit systems 
along with high intensity motor bus systems that use high‐occupancy vehicle lanes, 
including Bus Rapid Transit (BRT). This program replaces the Fixed Guideway 
Modernization program (SECT 5309). Projects are limited to replacement and 
rehabilitation, or capital projects required to maintain public transportation systems 
in a SGR. Projects must be included in a Transit Asset Management Plan to receive 
funding. The new formula comprises: (1) the former Fixed Guideway Modernization 
formula; (2) a new service‐based formula; and (3) a new formula for buses on High-
Occupancy Vehicle (HOV) lanes. 

Section 5339 SECT 5339 

This NJ TRANSIT funding category is also known as Bus and Bus Facilities Formula grant 
program. A new formula grant program that replaces Section 5309. This capital 
program provides funding to replace, rehabilitate, and purchase buses and related 
equipment, and to construct bus‐related facilities. Funds are eligible to be transferred 
by the state to supplement urban and rural formula grant programs (SECT 5307 and 
SECT 5311, respectively). 

Section 5340 SECT 5340 This NJ TRANSIT funding category is also known as High Density and Growing State
Apportionments. This funding source is provided to states that are either expected to 
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experience population growth over the next 15 years or have a population density 
greater than 370 persons per square mile. 

STATE The “STATE” category is used to show the disposition of funding to NJDOT and NJ 
TRANSIT received from the New Jersey Transportation Trust Fund (TTF). 

State Aid Money allocated to each county based upon a specific statutory and regulatory 
formula. Funding is available through the State’s Transportation Trust Fund (TTF). 

Statewide Planning and 
Research SPR/SPR-FTA 

Under Federal law, this NJDOT funding category requires a percentage of funds 
allocated to states for highway improvements to be devoted to planning and research 
activities. 

Surface Transportation 
Block Grant Program STBGP 

The Surface Transportation Block Grant Program (STBGP), formerly the Surface 
Transportation Program, is a federal‐aid funding category for NJDOT and NJ TRANSIT. 
The program, established under Intermodal Surface Transportation Efficiency Act of 
1991 (ISTEA), encompasses funding previously made available under various smaller 
federal‐aid categories as well as a broad, flexible component. Funding must be set 
aside for transportation alternatives (STBGP‐TA). Sub‐allocations must be made to 
urbanized and non‐urbanized areas; 55 percent of STBGP funding provided is 
suballocated to regions within the state based on the regions’ proportion of the state’s 
population. This funding type contains the following four (4) sub-categories: 

• STBGP-AC: to be used in the Atlantic City urbanized area
• STBGP-B5K200K: to be used in areas with a population between 5,000 and

200,000
• STBGP-L5K: to be used in areas with a population of less than 5,000
• STBGP-FLEX: administered by NJDOT

To Be Determined TBD Funding to NJDOT has not yet been determined for the unconstrained years of the 
Capital Program. 

Transit‐Oriented 
Development  TOD Under Moving Ahead for Progress in the 21st Century Act (MAP‐21), this NJ TRANSIT 

funding category creates a new discretionary pilot program for Transit-Oriented 
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Development (TOD) planning grants. Eligible activities include comprehensive 
planning in corridors with new rail, bus rapid transit or core capacity projects. 

Transportation 
Alternatives Set-Aside 
Program 

TA Set-Aside 

The Transportation Alternatives Program consolidates funding to NJDOT and NJ 
TRANSIT from the Federal Highway Administration’s (FHWA) former Transportation 
Enhancements, Recreational Trails, and Safe Routes to School programs. Moving 
Ahead for Progress in the 21st Century Act (MAP‐21) eliminates the 10 percent set‐
aside under the Surface Transportation Block Grant Program (STBGP) for 
“transportation enhancements” and replaces it with the new “transportation 
alternatives” program. Like the STBPG funding the Transportation Alternatives Set-
Aside (TA Set-Aside) Program funds are also suballocated to areas of New Jersey based 
on their relative share of the State’s population. 

NJDOT utilizes the funding source for programs and projects, including on‐ and off‐
road pedestrian and bicycle facilities, infrastructure projects for improving non‐driver 
access to public transportation and enhanced mobility, community improvement 
activities, and environmental mitigation; recreational trail program projects; safe 
routes to school projects; and projects for the planning, design or construction of 
boulevards and other roadways primarily in the right‐of‐way (ROW) of former 
Interstate System routes or other divided highways. 
Eligible activities are broadly defined and with respect to transit include construction, 
planning and design of infrastructure related projects and systems that will provide 
safe routes for non‐drivers, including children, older adults, individuals with disabilities 
to access daily needs, and historic preservation and rehabilitation of historic 
transportation facilities. 

Metropolitan Planning Organizations (MPOs) 

Metropolitan Planning Organizations (MPOs) are planning organizations that serve as the forum for cooperative transportation decision-
making for metropolitan planning areas as required by federal regulations. MPOs consist of representatives of State and local governments 
and major transportation agencies. There are three MPOs in New Jersey, as indicated below.

Advance Construction AC 

Procedure to advance federally funded projects into the current state Fiscal Year (FY) 
and implement the project immediately. Funding is available through other sources of 
money from the State. In future years, federal funds are used to reimburse the initial 
funding source. 

Certificates of 
Participation COPS 

Funds freed up on existing Certificates of Participation (COPS). Notes substituting 
insurance policy to NJ TRANSIT for a cash reserve fund to guarantee payment to the 
note holders. 

Fiscal Constraint FC 
A demonstration of sufficient funds (federal, State, local, or private) to implement 
proposed transportation system improvements as well as to operate and maintain the 
entire system, through the comparison of revenues and costs.  
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Full Funding Grant 
Agreements FFGAs 

Full Funding Grant Agreements (FFGAs) to NJ TRANSIT are authorized under Federal 
transit law. FFGAs are a special type of grant agreement the FTA uses for making a 
major investment in a new fixed guideway system such as a rail line, high-occupancy 
vehicle lane, or ferry service. 

National Highway 
Performance Program NHPP 

As established by Moving Ahead for Progress in the 21st Century Act (MAP‐21), the 
National Highway Performance Program (NHPP) provides support to NJDOT for the 
construction of new facilities on the National Highway System (NHS), the condition 
and performance of the NHS, and achieving performance targets, as set by that State’s 
asset management plan. 

Project Delivery Process 

The Project Delivery Process is how NJDOT evaluates, plans, designs, and constructs 
capital projects. NJDOT’s Project Delivery Process aligns with FHWA requirements to 
use a formal project delivery process to obtain approval and access to Federal funding. 
It controls and simplifies the process by which Federal approval and funding is 
obtained, the project delivery process in order of occurrence includes: 

1. Problem Screening (PS)
2. Concept Development (CD)
3. Preliminary Engineering (PE)
4. Final Design (DES)
5. Construction (CON)

Public Involvement Plan PIP 
A document that outlines the requirements and best practices SJTPO will follow to 
ensure plans and programs maximize the involvement of the public to the 
greatest degree reasonably possible. 

Phases of Work
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This classification indicates the stage of development of a project as it moves through the project delivery process. The phases of Feasibility 
Assessment (FA) and Preliminary Design (PD) are no longer being conducted on new projects, but some projects have been grandfathered 
through completion of these phases. The phases of work include: 

• Capital Acquisition (CAP)
• Concept Development (CD/LCD)
• Construction (CON)
• Design and Construction (EC)
• Design, Right of Way, and Construction (ERC)
• Feasibility Assessment (FA/LFA)
• Final Design (DES)

• Planning Study (PLS)
• Preliminary Design (PD/LPD)
• Preliminary Engineering (PE/LPE)
• Problem Screening (PS)
• Project Development (PRD)
• Right of Way (ROW)
• Utility (UTIL)

TERM ACRONYM DESCRIPTION 

Capital Acquisition CAP 

This phase of work denotes the acquisition of rolling stock by NJ TRANSIT. Statewide 
Investment (SWI) – NJ TRANSIT uses this designation to describe a series of 
coordinated smaller‐scale projects in multiple locations and various work phases that 
address a specific mobility issue. 

Concept Development CD/LCD 

The purpose of this phase of work is to identify and compare reasonable alternatives 
and strategies that address a well‐defined and well‐justified Purpose and Need 
Statement and select a Preliminary Preferred Alternative (PPA). The PPA is determined 
based on several factors, including environmental impacts, constructability, cost-
effectiveness, and if the project can be constructed in a timely manner. This phase 
involves data collection, internal and external stakeholder coordination, and 
alternatives analysis. Along with the PPA, essential products that are produced in this 
phase include the Purpose and Need Statement, the National Environmental Policy 
Act (NEPA) Classification, and the Concept Development (CD) Report. LCD denotes 
concept development by a local entity (MPO, county, municipality). 

Construction CON A phase or type of work involving the actual building of a project. 
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Design and Construction EC A phase of work in which funding is provided for both design (DE) and construction 
costs. 

Design, Right of Way, 
and Construction  ERC A phase of work in which funding is provided for design, right of way, and construction 

costs. 

Feasibility Assessment FA/LFA 

A phase of work intended to develop feasible project proposals that produce the best 
balance among transportation needs, environmental values, public concerns, and 
costs. The end products of scoping are a recommended scheme with a realistic cost 
estimate; an approved environmental document; reasonable assurance that 
environmental permits can be obtained; community support, or documentation 
explaining why such support cannot reasonably be obtained; and identification of right 
of way (ROW) needs and costs. Scoping consists of two (2) phases – Feasibility 
assessment and final scope development. FA denotes feasibility assessment by NJDOT; 
LFA denotes local feasibility assessment by a local entity (MPO, county, municipality). 

Final Design DES 

The purpose of this phase of work is to produce the project’s construction contract 
documents (i.e., Final Plans, Specifications, and Cost Estimate (PS&E)) for use in 
soliciting bids from prospective contractors and advancing the project to the 
Construction (CON) phase. This phase includes the continuation and completion of 
environmental and engineering tasks initiated in the Preliminary Engineering (PE) 
phase such as roadway design, bridge design, right of way (ROW) and access 
engineering, utility (UTIL) engineering, environmental permits and clearances, and 
community outreach. The completion of those tasks will involve various internal and 
external project stakeholders. Stakeholder coordination ranges from onboard project 
review meetings with internal offices to efforts with local officials, the public and other 
State, and federal agencies. Efforts with the public and local officials are guided by a 
project‐specific public involvement plan. The Final Design phase is completed when 
the project is authorized for construction, which initiates the Construction phase of 
project delivery. 
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Planning Study PLS A phase or type of work involving traffic studies needs analyses, corridor studies, and 
other work preparatory to project development. See also “Concept Development.” 

Preliminary Design PD/LPD 

A phase of work that is the process of advancing preliminary engineering and obtaining 
formal community and environmental approval of the Initially Preferred Alternative. 
PD denotes Preliminary Design by NJDOT; LPD denotes local preliminary design by a 
local entity (MPO, county, municipality). 

Preliminary Engineering PE/LPE 

A phase of work that involves performing engineering tasks and technical 
environmental studies to obtain formal community consensus (through a public 
information center) of the study and to secure the approval of the environmental 
document. If a design exception is necessary on a project, preparation and approval 
of the Design Exception Report will occur during this phase. During the Preliminary 
Engineering phase, several activities are simultaneously set in motion based on the 
Preliminary Preferred Alternative (PPA), such as community involvement (meetings 
with affected property, business owners), agency consultation, environmental 
documentation, design level mapping, and the development of geometric design. PE 
denotes the NJDOT Preliminary Engineering phase; LPE denotes preliminary 
engineering by a local entity (MPO, county, municipality). 

Problem Screening PS 

A phase of work that is the entrance into the delivery process for any potential project. 
The purpose of the phase is to investigate a potential transportation problem. A 
potential problem is developed into a Problem Statement (PS) and submitted to 
Capital Investment Strategies (CIS). The sources of the PS may include the NJDOT 
Management Systems, Planning Studies, a Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO), 
or internal and external stakeholders. This phase involves a Tier 1 Screening, a Tier 2 
Screening, or a Management System Initiative Screening. If the problem is validated, 
a recommendation is advanced for review and approval by the Capital Program 
Screening Committee (CPSC) and the Capital Program Committee (CPC). 

The objective of the Problem Screening phase is to screen transportation problems 
effectively, efficiently, and consistently in agreement with the SCIS and project 
prioritization criteria. Achieving this goal is expected to produce selective proposals 
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that are consistent with the SCIS performance related goals, objectives, and 
investment targets. 

Project Development PRD 
A phase or type of work used by NJ TRANSIT which is intended to develop feasible 
project proposals that produce the best balance among transportation needs, 
environmental values, public concerns, and costs. 

Right of Way ROW A phase or type of work denoting land, property, or interest therein, usually in a strip 
acquired for or devoted to transportation purposes. 

Utility UTIL 
In some cases, with this phase of work, the utility (UTIL) relocation work associated 
with a project must be programmed separately from the actual construction phase of 
work. 

Project Categories 

For program planning and analysis, transportation improvements are classified into categories, generally defined by the type of 
"product" they produce. This classification system improves NJDOT’s ability to develop system objectives and performance 
measurements. These classifications are:  

• Bridge Preservation
• Capital Program Delivery
• Capital Program Support
• Congestion Management
• Intermodal Programs

• Local Aid
• Quality of Life
• Roadway Preservation
• Safety
• Strategic Mobility

TERM ACRONYM DESCRIPTION 

Bridge Preservation
This project category classification includes work, which is designed to keep the 
existing bridges functioning, and in a State of Good Repair (SGR), including work which 
rehabilitates or replaces existing bridges to current design standards. Program 
categories within this classification include bridge rehabilitation and replacement, 
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bridge capital maintenance, bridge management, local bridges, NJ TRANSIT bridges, 
and railroad overhead bridges. 

Capital Program Delivery 
This SCIS category includes program implementation costs for various phases of 
projects, including construction, contractor support, planning programs and studies, 
scoping and design, right‐of‐way and utility work, and quality assurance. The Capital 
Program Delivery category includes the thirteen following sub-categories: 

• Construction (CON)
• Contractor Support
• Corridor Studies
• Operational Support
• Planning Programs and

Studies
• Planning Studies
• Program Implementation

Costs

• Project Scoping and Design
• Quality Assurance
• Right of Way (ROW) and Utility

(UTIL)
• Transportation Grants
• Transportation Security
• Unanticipated Expenses

Capital Program Support 
This New Jersey SCIS project category classification includes a variety of “overhead” 
type activities that indirectly contribute to the project pipeline. Program categories 
within this classification include facilities and equipment, contractor support, and 
operational support. 

Congestion Management 

This project category classification encompasses work that improves the flow of 
people and goods along transportation corridors. Specific programs under this heading 
include highway operational improvements, bottleneck widening, intelligent 
transportation systems, demand management, and congestion management system. 

Intermodal Programs 

This project category classification includes work that addresses 
improvements/provisions for alternative modes of transportation. Program categories 
within this classification include aviation, goods movement, bicycle/pedestrian, 
ferries, paratransit, intermodal connections, rail, and other modes. 
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Local Aid 

This project category classification provides for development and implementation of 
transportation improvements on the local roadway network. Program categories 
within this classification include local aid to counties, local aid to municipalities, local 
aid discretionary, local aid other programs, local roadway improvements, and regional 
planning and project development. 

Quality of Life 

This project category classification includes work designed to enhance the 
environment associated with, or impacted by, transportation improvements. Program 
categories within this classification include transportation enhancements, noise walls, 
landscape, air quality, signs, wetland mitigation, and rest areas. 

Roadway Preservation 

This project category classification includes work designed to keep the existing 
highway system functioning and in a State of Good Repair (SGR), including work which 
upgrades segments of the system to current design standards. Program categories 
within this classification include highway rehabilitation and reconstruction, highway 
resurfacing, highway capital maintenance, drainage, truck size and weight control, 
pavement management system, and dams. 

Safety 

One of the NJDOT’s five Core Missions described projects and programs with a primary 
focus on improving the public health and safety of motorists, pedestrians, cyclists, and 
other transportation network users by reducing transportation‐related fatalities and 
injuries. 

As a Project Category, the Safety classification includes work that is designed to 
improve safety for the traveling public on the existing highway system. Program 
categories within this classification includes safety improvements, safety 
management, and safety capital maintenance. 

Strategic Mobility 
This project category classification includes work that adds to the capacity of the 
transportation system through major capital construction. Under this heading are 
projects listed as missing links, major widening, and economic development. 
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Appendix B. Performance-Based Planning and 
Programming 
To improve accountability and transparency, Congress passed the Moving Ahead for Progress in 
the 21st Century Act (MAP-21) and the Fixing America's Surface Transportation (FAST) Act to 
promulgate performance measures and targets for the Federal-Aid Highway System.1 The FHWA 
enacted the System Performance Measure Final Rule, which establishes national performance 
measures for assessing performance in carrying out the National Highway Performance Program 
(NHPP).2 Subsequently, the IIJA requires the state DOT and MPO to establish and use a 
performance-based approach to transportation decision-making. This includes tracking 
performance measures, setting data-driven targets for each measure, and selecting projects to 
help meet those targets. The IIJA also requires that the TIP include a description of its anticipated 
effect toward achieving the established performance targets, linking investment priorities to 
those performance targets. 

The FHWA Performance Based Planning and Programming is accomplished by focusing on key 
outcomes related to seven (7) national goals associated with three (3) Performance Management 
(PM) Rules, as follows for reference. 

• PM1 - Safety Performance
o Safety

• PM2 - Pavement and Bridge Condition Performance
o Infrastructure preservation

• PM3 - Travel Time and Freight Reliability Performance
o Congestion reduction
o System reliability
o Freight movement and economic vitality
o Environmental sustainability
o Reduced project delivery delays

In addition to this, FTA also developed a series of performance targets associated with two (2) 
rules, as follows. 

• Transit Asset Management Performance
• Public Transportation Agency Safety Plan

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Safety Performance Management Measure Rules 
The purpose of the Safety Performance Management Measures Rule (PM1) is to establish 
performance measures and targets to support the national goals for the Federal-Aid Highway 
System by providing a metric for use in assessing fatalities and serious injuries.3 The FHWA issued 
this rule to identify national transportation goals to establish performance measures and 
standards.4 

The safety targets are established annually by the NJDOT and MPO to uphold accountability and 
transparency as identified in the FAST Act, and MAP-21. The FHWA provides guidance for the 
Transportation Performance Management (TPM) policy and rulemaking. The PM1 rule requires 
State DOTs and MPOs to set annual targets for five (5) safety-related performance measures with 
the understanding that reaching zero fatalities on all public roads will require time and significant 
effort. A target is defined as a quantifiable level of performance or condition, expressed as a value 
for the measure, to be achieved within a set timeframe.5 The federal safety performance 
measures are consecutive five-year averages and include crashes on all public roads regardless 
of functional classification or ownership for the following as referenced.

• Number of fatalities
• Rate of fatalities per 100 million Vehicle Miles Traveled (VMT)
• Number of serious injuries
• Rate of Serious Injuries per 100 million Vehicle Miles Traveled (VMT)
• Number of non-motorized fatalities and non-motorized serious injuries

NJDOT set annual targets for the Calendar Year (CY) 2025, which it includes in its Annual Safety 
Report. These measures are documented in the State of New Jersey Highway Safety Plan and 
reported to the FHWA. MPOs are required to establish targets 180 days after their state DOT by 
either establishing specific numeric targets for each measure for the MPO region or by agreeing 
to plan and program projects that support the attainment of the state targets. Extensive 
collaboration occurs each year between NJDOT, the New Jersey Division of Highway Traffic Safety 
(NJDHTS), DVRPC, NJTPA, and SJTPO, leading up to establishing New Jersey’s annual statewide 
safety targets. Since SJTPO opts to participate in the extensive collaboration to set the targets, 
SJTPO elects to adopt the statewide safety targets. The Safety Performance Measure Targets for 
CY 2025 was adopted by the SJTPO Policy Board on January 13, 2025, under Resolution 2501-03. 

To strengthen communication and coordination efforts, technical safety experts and planning 
staff from the MPOs and NJDOT meet regularly to discuss HSIP project advancement and

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Performance Measure Targets and Goals. FHWA determines whether a state has met or made 
significant progress towards its safety performance targets. A state is considered to have met or 
made considerable progress when at least four out of the five safety performance targets are 
met or the actual outcome for the safety performance target is better than baseline 
performance.

NJDOT Statewide Safety Targets and Goals
The targets are based on New Jersey's commitment to zero fatalities and serious injuries on all 
public roads. The State is committed to achieving zero fatalities and serious injuries by deploying 
the Safe System Approach. The Safe System Approach (SSA) represents a paradigm shift in road 
safety, moving from reactive to proactive strategies and focusing on fatalities and serious injuries. 
The SSA provides a framework for achieving these goals. 

The Strategic Highway Safety Plan (SHSP) is a five-year, data-driven, comprehensive, 
multidisciplinary plan that supports statewide goals and objectives, integrating five safety-
related performance measures. Through a data-driven approach, long-term goals are set to make 
progress to reduce highway fatalities and serious injuries on New Jersey's public roadways. The 
SHSP guides the allocation of safety funding and resources to help achieve those goals. The SHSP 
also guides the allocation of safety funding and resources to reduce highway fatalities and serious 
injuries on New Jersey’s public roadways. The goal of setting data-driven, realistic, and achievable 
performance targets each year will help agencies better utilize their safety resources in ways that 
can result in the greatest reduction in fatalities and serious injuries over time.  

The 2020 SHSP identified seven (7) key safety emphasis areas, including Lane Departure, 
Intersections, Driver Behavior, Pedestrians and Bicyclists, and Other Road Users. Released in 
August 2020, the NJ 2020 SHSP is now being updated. The 2025 SHSP is anticipated to be 
submitted to FHWA in August 2025, with plan implementation beginning in September 2025 and 
lasting through August 2029, when the next update of the SHSP is required. 

The 2025 SHSP is guided by the principles of the Safe System Approach, with the emphasis areas 
formed by the core elements: Safer Roads and Safer Speeds, Safer People and Safer Speeds, Safer 
Vehicles, and Post-Crash Care. Details of the 2025 SHSP can be found here 
http://www.saferoadsforallnj.com/. 

On January 13, 2025, Governor Phil Murphy signed A1476/S361 into law, creating the Target Zero 
Commission to eliminate traffic deaths and serious injuries in New Jersey by 2040. The 
commission is comprised of 13 members, representing state officials from NJDOT, the State 
Police, along with the Division of Highway Traffic Safety, the New Jersey Turnpike Authority, 
regional transportation officials, and others who will work together to make New Jersey’s roads 
safer for drivers and pedestrians. One of the responsibilities of the commission is to develop and 
adopt an action plan, which shall include short-term and long-term data-driven strategies with 
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measurable goals and target dates to eliminate all traffic fatalities and serious injuries. The 
Voorhees Transportation Center is charged with developing the Target Zero Action Plan, with the 
draft plan anticipated to be submitted to the commission in October 2025. Details about the work 
related to the Target Zero Action Plan can be found at https://vtc.rutgers.edu/our-projects/nj-
target-zero-commission/. 

Collectively, these efforts are in furtherance of New Jersey’s vision of zero deaths and serious 
injuries on all public roads. 

Additionally, working collaboratively, NJDOT and the MPOs adopted annual statewide targets, 
which have involved great coordination and analysis among these agencies. The following table 
details New Jersey’s statewide safety targets on a 5-year rolling average: New Jersey’s Statewide 
Safety Targets 5-Year Rolling Average. The second table provides annual details for the Calendar 
Year 2025.

New Jersey did not meet its Calendar Year 2023 targets and is still subject to penalties for not 
meeting its targets. As a result, NJDOT was required to develop an HSIP Implementation Plan, 
which evaluates the challenges in achieving the targets and considers actions to achieve the 
targets in the coming years. In addition, New Jersey must dedicate all the state’s allotment of 
HSIP funds directly to safety projects, losing the ability to flex a portion of those funds to other 
projects or programs. NJDOT has indicated that it did not meet its Calendar Year 2024 targets 
and will also commit to the same actions in 2025. This long-term safety vision requires time to 
change attitudes and behaviors and to construct infrastructure improvements that reduce the 
frequency and severity of crashes. 

NJDOT and the MPOs are committed to directing resources to infrastructure-related safety 
strategies as they strive to drive down fatalities and serious injuries with an ultimate safety vision 
of zero deaths. While various federal funding sources other than HSIP funds can support safety 
goals, HSIP-funded projects must adhere to performance-based goals, focusing resources on 
areas of greatest need and potential for the highest rate of return on the investment of HSIP 
funds on all public roads. Projects that apply for these HSIP funds must undergo a Highway Safety 
Manual (HSM) analysis and include a benefit-cost analysis. These analyses are meant to 
demonstrate that the project will have a tangible safety benefit and that the benefit will exceed 
the construction cost.

Progression Towards Safety Targets
The NJDOT develops an annual safety investment strategy for all HSIP-funded activities and 
projects. The annual investment strategy demonstrates the linkage between the objectives of 
the SHSP and the projects being implemented to focus on effective safety improvements. SJTPO 
has made safety a central component of its work, as described in SJTPO’s Regional Transportation 
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Plan, Forward 2050, which sets the direction for all SJTPO activities. Goal 7 within the RTP is to 
“Improve Transportation Safety” and includes the following strategies:

a. Promote and Advance Safety Countermeasures: Educate the public and stakeholders
about the benefits of the FHWA Proven Safety Countermeasures, including roundabouts,
road diets, and others that offer major safety benefits. Work to ensure these
countermeasures are included in projects, as dictated by safety needs.

b. Safety in all Projects: Evaluate all transportation projects that receive funding through
the SJTPO process to ensure they identify and address the safety needs of all roadway
users. Utilize the updated Project Pre-Evaluation Screening process to consider crash
history when evaluating all projects and utilize Network Screening Lists to identify
locations for safety improvement.

c. Bicycle and Pedestrian Safety Projects: Work with regional partners to develop and
prioritize projects that improve safety for bicyclists and pedestrians, both on the existing
bicycle and pedestrian network as well as in all projects.

d. Reduce Barriers to Safety: Continue and expand state and regional partnerships to
identify and reduce barriers to safety project advancement, including offering design
assistance support to ensure projects reach construction.

e. Align Safety with State Priorities: Ensure that safety investments are aligned with
priorities established with the state’s SHSP, which was developed in collaboration with
New Jersey’s MPOs and other statewide partners.

f. Safety Outreach and Education: Improve the safety of roadway user behavior through
the continued dissemination and development of safety education programs.

g. No Roadway Death is Acceptable: Guide all transportation decision-making to
incorporate the philosophy that any loss of life on roadways is unacceptable and
preventable.

Consistent with this goal and supporting strategies, projects that meet safety goals have been 
and will continue to be programmed into the TIP. SJTPO’s FFY 2026-2035 TIP includes a $3.0 
million annual line item for HSIP-funded safety projects and programs, including DBNUM 04314 
Local Safety/High-Risk Rural Roads Program.

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At the NJDOT Statewide and SJTPO regional levels, projects and programs are selected for HSIP 
funding in New Jersey to help significantly reduce traffic fatalities and serious injuries on all public 
roads to support safety targets. To be consistent with Forward 2050 and to adhere to the 
objective of the New Jersey Local Safety Program, to significantly reduce and ultimately eliminate 
fatal and serious injury crashes, SJTPO follows a five-step, data-driven process to ensure the 
greatest potential safety benefit in the projects that are advanced for HSIP funding. 

SJTPO’s annual line item dedicated to HSIP-funded safety projects and supports project 
advancement that is evaluated and prioritized based on the five-step, data-driven process 
detailed here. This process ensures the identified safety improvements are substantive, address 
the specific needs of the project site, and have a benefit that justifies the cost. In addition to the 
SJTPO Local Safety Program, NJDOT has several statewide programs that provide funding to 
improve safety throughout the State of New Jersey, such as the following: 

Safety Programs (DBNUM 19370) - $14.25 million annual program ($14 million HSIP/$250,000 
STATE) that provides funding to support eligible Safety Engineering Projects and Pedestrian 
Safety Improvement Projects, including engineering, right of way (ROW), and construction 
activities intended to reduce fatalities and serious injuries on New Jersey roadways.

Highway Safety Improvement Program Planning (DBNUM 09388) - $4 million annual program 
for Safety Management System (SMS) and Rail-Highway Safety Improvement projects. Through 
the guidance of the HSIP identifies, prioritizes, and implements safety programs and projects 
associated with safe corridors and intersection improvement programs to reduce crashes and 
crash severity on New Jersey's roadways.6

Utility Pole Mitigation (DBNUM 15344) - $175,000 annual program that seeks to identify and 
mitigate locations with incidents of high recurring utility pole accidents throughout New Jersey.

Motor Vehicle Crash Record Processing (DBNUM X233) - $2.5 million annual program that 
provides the in-house Crash Records unit with upgraded equipment and new methodology. The 
comprehensive crash record database includes driver/crash correlation, crash location, data for 
driver updates, and the database cleaning (correction) process.

Furthermore, NJDOT’s Rail Highway Grade Crossing Program is intended to reduce the number 
and severity of train collisions with vehicles and pedestrians at public highway-rail grade 
crossings.

SJTPO recognizes that HSIP is not the only funding program that can impact safety. Many other 
TIP projects funded with federal non-HSIP funds will provide some safety benefits to the roadway

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system. Striping and signage associated with resurfacing, as well as guide rail and vegetation 
maintenance and bridge improvement projects, are all expected to provide safety improvements 
and help decrease fatal and serious injury crashes. 

SJTPO is actively working to ensure that all projects funded through the SJTPO process 
incorporate appropriate safety design elements, and for project locations that appear on an 
approved Network Screening List, include substantive safety measures that address the present 
safety issues. Through consultant support, SJTPO facilitated the creation and development of 
Countywide Local Road Safety Plans (LRSP) for Atlantic, Cape May, Cumberland, and Salem 
Counties. The LRSP was developed over two years with input from stakeholders and under the 
guidance of a steering committee comprising county and municipal government representatives, 
including engineers, planners, public safety and law enforcement personnel, emergency 
responders, elected officials, and public works managers. The LRSP, adopted by each County 
Commissioner Board in December 2024, has provided the framework for identifying, analyzing, 
and prioritizing roadway safety improvements on local roads. The Plans can be found at 
www.saferoadssouthjersey.com/. 

SJTPO continued consultant support for a third year to support project implementation in 
selected counties and/or municipalities. The goal of Year 3 is to advance systemic treatments 
across multiple locations in all counties, further ensuring that safety improvements are 
implemented throughout the region in support of achieving zero deaths on our roadway system. 

In addition to the above projects and programs, SJTPO is unique among MPOs for its extensive 
traffic safety outreach work. For twenty-five years, SJTPO has offered traffic safety outreach 
programs that educate drivers and others on how their behaviors can impact safety. SJTPO’s 
traffic safety outreach work has grown. It includes partnerships with several organizations on 
programs that address different facets of safety.

Pavement and Bridge Condition Performance Measure 
Rule
The purpose of the Pavement and Bridge Condition Performance Measure (PM2) is to establish 
measures to use to carry out the National Highway Performance Program (NHPP) and assess the 
condition of pavement on the National Highway System (NHS), bridges including on- or off-ramps 
connected to the NHS, and pavement on the interstate system. The FHWA issued this rule to 
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identify national transportation goals to establish performance measures and standards.7 Each 
target below is for the Second Performance Period, which began on January 1, 2022, and extends 
through December 31, 2025. 

Pavement Condition
The PM2 rule addresses infrastructure performance measures, including pavement and bridge 
performance on the NHS. The four pavement condition performance measures assess the entire 
NHS by lane mile percentage in both “good” and “poor” conditions. The performance measures 
are broken into separate interstate and non-interstate NHS values. The Statewide NHS includes 
roads owned and maintained by various entities, including NJDOT, which supports 62 percent of 
lane miles; various transportation authorities and commissions, which support 23 percent of lane 
miles; and counties and municipalities, which support 15 percent of lane miles.8 The FHWA calls 
upon state DOTs to establish targets, regardless of ownership, for the full extent of the interstate 
and non-interstate NHS. In addition to this, the MPOs must also establish targets, or support state 
targets, as SJTPO did. A general description of the metrics and methodology utilized by NJDOT is 
outlined as follows. 

NJDOT Statewide Pavement Targets and Goals
NJDOT measured the condition of each tenth-mile pavement segment using various metrics 
depending on the type of pavement, including ride quality (using the International Roughness 
Index), rutting, cracking, and faulting. Three of these metrics apply to each type of pavement. 
Each segment was characterized as either “good,” “fair,” or “poor” for each of the applicable 
metrics, using criteria specified by FHWA. If a segment was rated as “good” for all three applicable 
metrics, the segment was considered to have “good” pavement condition. If a segment was rated 
as “poor” on two of the three applicable metrics, the segment was considered to have “poor” 
pavement condition. All other combinations of metric ratings were assigned a “fair” pavement 
condition. The four pavement condition performance measures were calculated by summing the 
lane miles in “good” and “poor” condition on the interstate segments and on the non-interstate 
NHS segments and dividing by the total number of lane miles on the interstate and non-interstate 
NHS, respectively.

NJDOT pavement subject matter experts utilized two data analysis methodologies to develop the 
two- and four-year pavement conditions targets. First, historical trends in pavement 
performance for each of the four pavement performance measures were analyzed using HPMS 
report card data for the years 2022 through 2025. The second approach was to use the 
performance of the NJDOT network projected by the pavement management system to project

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the performance of the NHS. Additional external risk factors were considered, including sustained 
elevated inflation, capital program uncertainties related to large investments in other program 
areas, supply chain issues affecting material and equipment availability, and a tight labor market. 
Each of these could negatively impact the NJDOT and other owners in the delivery of their 
planned infrastructure programs. However, opportunities were also considered, including 
increased federal funding from the Bipartisan Infrastructure Law (BIL). The analysis supported 
the 2-year target for 2024 and the 4-year target for 2026 for each measure, as depicted in the 
table below.

The SJTPO Policy Board adopted the original targets at the Policy Board meeting on March 27, 
2023, under Resolution 2303-13. The full set of targets, including the revised 4-year targets, was 
included as part of Forward 2050, which was adopted by the Policy Board on January 27, 2025, 
under Resolution 2501-02. 

Progress Towards Pavement Targets
The targets set for interstate pavement conditions in the 2022-2025 performance period 
demonstrate New Jersey’s commitment to sustaining the improvements that have been made 
and continuing to maintain its infrastructure in a state of good repair. Both of these targets are 
consistent with the NJDOT’s long-range goals described in the TAMP and the Long-Range Plan of 
providing a safe, reliable roadway system, achieving and maintaining a state of good repair for 
transportation infrastructure assets, and establishing ongoing asset management as a data-
driven process linking targets to outcomes through NJDOT performance-based planning and 
programming processes. Based on the mid-period Performance Report that was submitted to the 
FHWA in October 2024, New Jersey’s pavement conditions on the Interstates did not improve, 
and neither of the four-year targets was met. Similarly, for the non-interstate NHS pavements, 
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neither of the four-year targets was met, and only the percentage of non-NHS pavements in poor 
condition improved slightly. 

As significant progress was not made towards improving pavement conditions, NJDOT has 
documented several actions in its Mid-Period Performance Report, submitted to FHWA, to 
enhance performance in this area. It will continue to utilize the Pavement Management System, 
which will help to select and prioritize pavement projects to improve the overall network. The 
improvements from some of these projects were not reflected in the current conditions because 
they were limited to the secondary direction, which is not included in the HPMS data set. 

Roadway maintenance is a major focus area of NJDOT’s Capital Investment Strategy (CIS). The 
Statewide Capital Investment Strategy 2024 Update called for $158 million, approximately five 
percent of the annual investments, to go towards infrastructure preservation throughout the 
SJTPO region. Further, “Restore, Preserve, and Maintain the Existing Transportation System” is 
included as Goal 3 of the Forward 2050. 

It should be noted that most of the programmed money for the Local Lead projects, over which 
SJTPO has the most discretion, goes towards roadway resurfacing projects. Over the first four 
years from FFY 2026 to 2029 of the current FFY 2026-2035 TIP, $53.4 million is made available to 
SJTPO through the Surface Transportation Block Grant Program (STBGP). NJDOT has programmed 
more than $1.205 billion statewide for state-led roadway resurfacing projects, as listed in Section 
2, which are all on the NHS system. SJTPO remains committed to improving pavement conditions 
on roadways within its region and working with regional partners and NJDOT staff to develop 
roadway resurfacing projects that will inevitably improve pavement performance and help to 
meet these State targets. 

Bridge Conditions
In addition to the pavement condition measures, the PM2 rule completes an assessment of 
bridge conditions. SJTPO relied upon NJDOT to calculate bridge condition metrics and supported 
NJDOT’s Statewide targets. The two bridge condition performance measures assess the 
percentage of NHS bridges by deck area in both “good” and “poor” conditions. Note that NHS 
bridges include all bridges and culverts greater than 20 feet wide on NHS facilities, including on- 
and off-ramps connected to the NHS. Bridges that cross state borders are included in their 
entirety. Statewide, NHS bridges are owned and maintained by a variety of entities, including 
NJDOT, which support 47.4 percent by deck area; transportation authorities and commissions, 
which support 51.2 percent; and counties, municipalities, NJ TRANSIT, various other agencies, 
and private owners, which support 1.4 percent. A general description of the metrics and 
methodology utilized by NJDOT is outlined as follows. 
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NJDOT Statewide Bridge Targets and Goals
NJDOT reported the condition of various components of each NHS bridge to the National Bridge 
Inventory (NBI) on a scale of 0 to 9. The FHWA measure incorporates the condition of four NBI 
components: bridge deck, superstructure, substructure, and culvert, and rates each component 
as either “poor” (rating of 0, 1, 2, 3, or 4), “fair” (rating of 5 or 6), or “good” (rating of 7, 8, or 9). 
If a bridge receives ratings of “good” on all applicable components, the bridge is considered in 
“good” condition. If the bridge receives a rating of “poor” on any applicable component, the 
bridge is considered in “poor” condition. Any other combinations of ratings are considered a fair 
condition. It is essential to note that a rating of “poor” does not necessarily correlate with the 
safety rating of the bridge. The bridge condition performance measures are calculated by 
summing the deck area of bridges in “good” and “poor” condition and dividing by the total deck 
area of all NHS bridges. 

NJDOT manages to a “State of Good Repair,” meaning no major component NBI rating is less than 
“5.” Equivalently, its objective is to have no more than 6% of its bridges, by deck area, in “Poor” 
condition. NJDOT has been making steady progress towards this objective, with the State of Good 
Repair percentage increasing continuously from 86.3% State of Good Repair (13.7% Poor) in 
Collected Year 2011 through 91.3% State of Good Repair (8.7% Poor) in Collected Year 2023. The 
percent poor for the NHS portion of the NJDOT bridges declined from 15.2% in 2011 to 8.9% in 
2023. To achieve its State of Good Repair objective, NJDOT continues to: (1) Perform routine and 
preventive maintenance and (2) Perform bridge replacements and major rehabilitation to restore 
Poor bridges to a state of good repair. 

Target-setting for 2-year and 4-year is essentially a matter of two things: (1) projecting the 
performance for bridges with major projects that will be open to traffic and have NBI data 
collection complete by 2023 and 2025, respectively, and (2) projecting the deterioration from 
“good” to “fair” and “fair” to “poor” of bridges that are not having projects completed in the 
performance period. For bridges not owned by NJDOT (e.g., NJTA, SJTA, NJ TRANSIT), the NJDOT 
used available information on their capital plans, existing information on their webpage, 
performance analysis done by the agencies, and the latest bridge data. The analysis supported 
the 2-year target for 2023 and the 4-year target for 2025 for each measure, as depicted in the 
following table. 

NJDOT’s targets for the second half of the performance period (2024-2026) are highly dependent 
upon the active projects that are already programmed and will complete their construction phase 
within the next two years. For state-maintained NHS bridges, the NJDOT applied information on 
its own rehabilitation and replacement projects planned to be completed in the next two years.

The original Performance Targets for Pavement and Bridge Conditions for the Second 
Performance Period were adopted by the SJTPO Policy Board on March 27, 2023, under 
Resolution 2303-13. The full set of bridge performance targets, including the revised 4-year 
targets, was included as part of Forward 2050, which was adopted by the Policy Board on January 
27, 2025, under Resolution 2501-02. Moving forward, SJTPO remains committed to improving 
bridges within its region and working with county and city partners and NJDOT staff to identify 
critical bridges needing improvements that will help meet these targets.

Progress Towards Bridge Targets
As seen in Table B-5 above, NJDOT did not achieve its 2-year target for the % NHS bridges in good 
condition, but did meet its 2-year target for the percentage of NHS bridges in poor condition. In 
setting the two-year target, NJDOT projected that removals from the NHS “Good” Deck area due 
to deterioration would roughly offset additions to “Good” from project completions, resulting in 
no change in the percentage of NHS deck area in Good condition. However, NJDOT deck area 
deteriorated from Good at a faster rate than the basis for the target, resulting in a slight shortfall 
(1.0 percentage point) from the percent “Good” target of 21.3. 

As such, given past trends on additions to and removal from “Good” deck area on the NHS, 
combined with what is known about expected completion of projects in the next two years, 
NJDOT adjusted the four-year target for the %NHS bridge deck area in “good” condition, lowering 
the “percent good” target from 23.0 to 20.5 percent.  The 20.5 percent four-year target 
represents a modest increase from the 2023 performance of 20.3 percent.  More than $3.85 
billion statewide is programmed in the current FFY 2026-2035 TIP for bridge construction, repair, 
and maintenance projects. Most of these projects are on state highways, as listed in Section 2, 
along with numerous others.

Similarly, for the percent of bridge deck in “poor conditions”, NJDOT initially projected that 
programmed projects would convert some NHS Poor bridges to either Fair or Good, but the net 
improvements would be offset by continued deterioration of other bridges from Fair to Poor, 
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leaving the percent poor at 6.0%. However, what did happen was that removals from Poor far 
exceeded the initial projections, while additions to poor modestly exceeded initial projections.  
As such, there was a net reduction in deck area considered “poor.” Even though NJDOT met its 
two-year target in the percent of NHS bridges in poor condition, given that 62 bridges, accounting 
for over 1 million square feet of deck area, transitioned from Good to Fair over this same period, 
resulting in a net decline of nearly 459,000 square of NHS deck area in Good condition, and a 
decrease in Good performance from 21.3% for data collection year 2021 and 20.3% for data 
collection year 2023, NJDOT increased its 4-year target for % deck area in “poor” condition from 
6.0% to 6.7%.9 

More than $3.85 billion statewide is programmed in the current FFY 2026-2035 TIP for bridge 
construction repair and maintenance projects. Most of these projects are on state highways, as 
listed in Section 2, along with numerous others.

Travel Time and Freight Reliability Performance 
Measure Rule
The purpose of the Travel Time and Freight Reliability Performance Measure (PM3) is to establish 
measures to address the variability of travel time and freight movement on interstate and non-
interstate segments on the National Highway System (NHS) to carry out the National Highway 
Performance Program (NHPP), as well as assess traffic congestion and on-road mobile source 
emissions to carry out the Congestion Mitigation and Air Quality (CMAQ) improvement program. 
The FHWA issued this rule to identify national transportation goals to establish performance 
measures and standards.10 Each target below is for the Second Performance Period, which began 
on January 1, 2022, and extends through December 31, 2025. The PM3 rule also includes a 
discussion subsection summarizing PM1, PM2, and PM3. 

Travel Time Reliability
The roadway segment travel time reliability refers to reliability as the variability of travel times 
on road segments experienced by travelers. The less variability there is for any given set of 
roadway segments, the more reliable those segments are. Travel time reliability does not mean 
eliminating traffic congestion but reducing its extremes to maintain consistent traveler 
expectations. The measures for Travel Time Reliability are the percentage of person-miles 
traveled (PMT) on the interstate on the NHS with reliable travel times and the percentage of PMT 
on the non-interstate NHS with reliable travel times. The measures are calculated using the Level

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of Travel Time Reliability metric, defined as the ratio of the longer travel times in the 80th 

percentile to a “normal” travel time in the 50th percentile.  

NJDOT Statewide Travel Time Reliability Targets and Goals
Travel time reliability is assessed using archived real-time vehicle probe data contained in the 
National Performance Management Research Data Set (NPMRDS) and calculated with the 
assistance of the Probe Data Analytics Suite. The Probe Data Analytics Suite was created and is 
maintained by the University of Maryland Center for Advanced Transportation Technology 
Laboratory, following FHWA guidance. Only current and some historical data is available through 
the Probe Data Analytics Suite – forecasts for these measures are not. The NJDOT Complete Team 
(consisting of planning and operations staff from NJDOT, the three New Jersey MPOs, NJ 
TRANSIT, PANYNJ, NJTA, and FHWA-NJ) had several meetings to discuss the underlying data, 
calculation tools, methods, baseline results, and target-setting approaches. The analysis 
supported the 2-year target for 2024 and the 4-year target for 2026 for each measure, as 
depicted in the table below. The established targets are consistent with the goals and 
expectations documented in the NJDOT’s long-range plans, investment strategy, and capital 
program.

The PM3 for Travel Time and Freight Reliability Management for the Second Performance Period, 
was adopted by the SJTPO Policy Board on March 27, 2023, under Resolution 2303-14. 

Progress Towards Travel Time Reliability Targets 
The statewide Level Of Travel Time Reliability (LOTTR) targets, as set in 2022, are depicted in 
above table. The two-year and four-year targets represent system performance at the end of 
calendar years 2023 and 2025, respectively. As seen from the table, 90 percent of the total 
interstate system within the state met the reliability threshold of less than 1.50, exceeding the 
two-year target of 82 percent. In comparison, 88.4 percent of the Non-Interstate NHS system 
met the Reliability threshold of less than 1.5, exceeding the two-year target of 85.0 percent. 
Recently completed congestion relief projects, as well as changing travel patterns, contributed 
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to the reported performance. Long-term policies for NJDOT and its partner agencies support 
improvements to operations and reliability. Given all these factors, the decision was not to adjust 
the four-year LOTTR targets. 

NJDOT and NJ TRANSIT sponsor numerous statewide programs that improve travel time 
reliability. SJTPO remains committed to improving roadway reliability within its region and 
working with regional partners and NJDOT staff to develop projects that will improve travel time 
reliability, and help meet these state targets. In addition to the statewide projects and programs 
mentioned, SJTPO has programmed and is planning several local CMAQ-funded congestion relief 
projects within the region led by subregional partners. 

While congestion and reliability are related, they are not the same thing. Traffic congestion 
occurs when the amount of traffic (travel demand) far exceeds the system's physical capacity, 
generally measured by the number of travel lanes on the roadway, the number of intersections, 
access points, and numerous other factors. Reliability is used in reference to the level of 
consistency in the transportation service provided by a roadway. For example, a roadway can be 
heavily congested, but if the amount and time of day when the congestion occurs is consistent, 
it is considered reliable. The USDOT established performance measures pertaining to reliability 
because empirical evidence exists to suggest that the traveling public values reliability more than 
straight travel times. The Traffic Congestion and Reliability: Linking Solutions to Problems is 
available on the FHWA website. Freight and Truck Travel Time Reliability

The national performance measure for freight is the Truck Travel Time Reliability (TTTR) Index 
(TTTRI). This measure is like the “Travel Time Reliability” measure and metric described above, 
but it is focused primarily on truck traffic. TTTR is the ratio between the “longest” in the 95th 
percentile and the “normal” in the 50th percentile for truck travel times. This metric is averaged 
for all interstate road segments in the state, weighted by distance, resulting in the TTTR Index for 
the state. Unlike the travel time reliability measures, there is no “threshold” that determines 
whether a segment is reliable or unreliable for trucks.

NJDOT Statewide Truck Travel Time Reliability Targets and Goals
The Truck Travel Time Reliability performance measure was calculated using the University of 
Maryland Center for Advanced Transportation Technology Laboratory NPMRDS Analytics Suite 
tool but uses travel times specifically reported from trucks. Furthermore, as with the previous 
measures, the NJDOT Complete Team had several meetings to discuss the underlying data, 
calculation tools and methods, baseline results, and target-setting approaches. Again, long-term 
policies for the agencies support improvements to freight reliability. The analysis supported the 
2-year target for 2024, and the 4-year target for 2026 for the measure as depicted in the below
table. The 2-year and 4-year targets for the current performance period are established based on
the following factors.
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• Trends from past years are based on the NPMRDS for all NHS roadways
• Significant decrease in TTTRI numbers during the COVID-19 pandemic
• Slight decrease in population over the past two years while the long-term trend is positive
• Monthly comparisons to previous years
• Long-term growth in electric commerce
• Statewide Freight Plan - existing condition

The PM3 for Travel Time and Freight Reliability Management for the Second Performance Period 
was adopted by the SJTPO Policy Board on March 27, 2023, under Resolution 2303-14. 

Progress Towards Truck Travel Time Reliability Targets 
As the 4-year target from the first performance period was 1.95, and the actual 4-year condition 
was 1.56, the 4-year target was met. In 2023, NJDOT released its 2023 Statewide Freight Plan, 
Freight Planning. The New Jersey Department of Transportation’s role in the safe and efficient 
movement of freight is to collaborate, coordinate, plan, partner when in the state’s interest, and 
ensure that New Jersey’s supply chain is sound, functional, reliable and resilient. NJDOT 
accomplishes this by utilizing subject matter expertise in research and data gathering to 
understand how, where, and why freight moves within the State. The 2023 Statewide Freight 
Plan supports the NJDOT’s efforts with the understanding that freight planning and freight 
investments must uphold New Jersey’s vision of safety for all system users. NJDOT has worked to 
integrate freight needs, requirements, and improvements into NJDOT planning, operational, and 
capital program processes. 

SJTPO has been an active participant in the NJDOT Freight Advisory Committee and served on the 
stakeholder committee to develop the SFP. In addition to this, as part of the Forward 2050 Goal 
4 “Support the Regional Economy”, SJTPO strives to work with regional partners to evaluate truck 
routes and other critical freight corridors for accessibility, reliability, safety, and other system 
performance measures to develop and prioritize projects. SJTPO promotes and supports projects 
that improve goods movement in the region.

SJTPO has historically been an active participant in statewide planning efforts, and in 2020 and 
2021 SJTPO identified the need for further region-specific freight planning to be conducted. To 
advance this freight planning effort, SJTPO embarked upon two consecutive planning efforts. The 
first effort was the 2022 Regional Freight Plan Data Gathering and Analysis Study. That study 
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identified many key components of the regional freight planning process, including major freight 
generators in the SJTPO region, an identified regional freight network inclusive of municipal and 
county roadways, and issues within the freight network. 

The second is the 2024 Regional Freight Plan, with overall objective was the development of a 
Regional Freight Plan that is grounded in good quality, well-documented data, and makes well-
supported recommendations on the identified regional freight network. The planning process 
involved outreach to planning partners, stakeholders, and the community. As a result, SJTPO 
identified key locations and issues, leading to a prioritized list of potential solutions, including 
projects, technologies, and policies. The 2024 SJTPO Regional Freight Plan is a resource for 
enhancing the SJTPO multi-modal regional freight network. 

Several grant programs administered by the state and the federal government, specifically 
targeting freight. A prominent one is the Local Freight Impact Fund, a recent program established 
by NJDOT to assist counties and local municipalities with mitigating impacts on the local 
transportation system associated with the State’s freight industry.. Previously, the Rebuilding 
American Infrastructure with Sustainability and Equity (RAISE) grant program supported freight 
operations through selecting projects through consideration of safety, environmental 
sustainability, quality of life, economic competitiveness, state of good repair, innovation and 
partnership. Two such grants have been awarded in the SJTPO region.  

Although the projects awarded in the SJTPO were not focused on the freight network, they are 
projects that help facilitate better movements of people and goods, which utlimiately benefits 
everyone on the network. Specific projects awarded competitive federal funds in the SJTPO egion 
include  the Atlantic City Corridor Revitalization & Safety Project in 2021 and Raising a Resilient 
Route 40 in 2022. The Federal Highway Administration changed RAISE to BUILD, a competitive 
grant program which can help with goods movement and freight that stands for “Better Utilizing 
Investments to Leverage Development” or BUILD grant program.  

Congestion Mitigation and Air Quality Emission and 
Congestion Measure 
The PM3 rule supports the CMAQ improvement program by assessing traffic congestion and on-
road mobile source emissions. The congestion reduction measure and metric apply to the SJTPO 
region since it is part of a metropolitan planning area that overlaps the boundary of an urbanized 
area with a population of more than one million people. The SJTPO region overlaps with the 
Philadelphia, PA-NJ-DE-MD Urbanized Area, which has a 5.6 million population in eastern Salem 
County, including Salem City, Pennsville, and Carney’s Point, and western Atlantic County, 
including Collings Lakes. In addition to this, the Atlantic City, Ocean City-Villas, NJ Urbanized Area 
has a population over 200,000, and lies entirely in the SJTPO region. 
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Due to overlap, CMAQ congestion performance targets must be established in the Philadelphia 
PA-NJ-DE-MD Urbanized Area and the Atlantic City, Ocean City-Villas, NJ UZA for the second 
performance period. The emissions reduction measure and metric apply to the SJTPO region 
since it falls within an urbanized area that is classified as “moderate” for ozone. Since the SJTPO 
region overlaps with the Philadelphia, PA-NJ-DE-MD Urbanized Area and the AC UZA, CMAQ 
mobile source emissions performance targets must be established in the SJTPO region for the 
second performance period. Resolution 2409-31 adopted updated 4-Year System Performance 
(PM3) CMAQ Congestion Targets for the Philadelphia, PA-NJ-DE-MD Urbanized Area at  the 
September 23, 2024 Policy Board meeting. 

NJDOT Statewide CMAQ Congestion Reduction Targets and Goals
SJTPO and all the other entities encompassing the Philadelphia, PA-NJ-DE-MD Urbanized Area 
must establish a single unified target for each of these measures. In addition to the Philadelphia, 
PA PA-NJ-DE-MD Urbanized Area, the SJTPO region contains the Atlantic City, Ocean City-Villas, 
NJ  UZA, which, as of 2021, has a population of 299,290 people.11 For the second performance 
period, urbanized areas over 200,000 persons must develop CMAQ congestion measures. As 
such, in addition to performance measures and targets for the Philadelphia Urbanized Area, 
CMAQ congestion targets for the Atlantic City, Ocean City-Villas, NJ  UZA are required beginning 
in the second performance period. Pursuant to the IIJA and MAP-21, the State DOT and MPOs 
must establish a single unified target for annual hours of Peak Hour Excessive Delay (PHED) per 
capita and the percentage of Non-Single Occupancy Vehicle (Non-SOV) travel.12 The definitions 
of the metrics are as follows. 

• Peak Hour Excessive Delay: The Peak Hour Excessive Delay (PHED) measure indicates the
extra time spent traveling due to congestion, expressed as the number of hours per year
on a per capita basis. The threshold for the excessive delay is based on the travel time at
20 miles per hour or 60 percent of the posted speed limit travel time. The greater value
is measured in 15-minute intervals. The metric used to calculate the target measures is
Annual Hours of PHED per capita on the National Highway System (NHS). The actual rule
containing all the details can be found at 23 CFR 490 (707)(a).

• Percent Non-Single Occupancy Vehicle: The Non-Single-Occupancy Vehicle (SOV) Travel
measure indicates the number of persons using a travel mode that includes walking, bus,
carpool, train, bicycle, taxi, rideshare, and work at home, and excluding those using single-

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occupancy vehicles. The metric utilized is the Percent of Non-SOV Travel in the urbanized 
area. The actual rule containing all the details can be found at 23 CFR 490 (707)(b). 

Philadelphia, PA-NJ-DE MD Urbanized Area CMAQ Congestion Reduction Targets and 
Goals
To set the targets for the Philadelphia, PA-NJ-DE-MD Urbanized area, SJTPO staff was part of a 
team spearheaded by DVRPC that worked closely with multiple agencies in developing realistic 
targets for each of these two measures, including NJTPA, NJDOT, Pennsylvania Department of 
Transportation (PennDOT), Delaware Department of Transportation (DelDOT), Maryland 
Department of Transportation (MDOT), Wilmington Area Planning Council (WILMAPCO), and the 
Lancaster County Transportation Coordinating Committee (LCTCC), all of which comprise this 
urbanized area.  The PHED per capita target supports the DVRPC 2050 Long-Range Plan and 
NJDOT’s transportation goals of increasing mobility and reliability while reducing congestion and 
person vehicle miles traveled. DVRPC will continue to promote and develop projects and 
programs for its counties and planning partners to reduce excessive delay and invest in projects 
with air quality benefits. The Percent Non-SOV target developed for the Philadelphia, PA-NJ-DE-
MD Urbanized Area also supports the DVRPC 2050 Long-Range Plan and NJDOT’s goals of 
maintaining a safe, multimodal transportation network that serves everyone. American 
Community Survey (ACS) data was used to develop the percent Non-SOV baseline and targets in 
the table below.

Atlantic City-Ocean City-Villas NJ Urbanized Area CMAQ Congestion Reduction Targets 
and Goals
For the Atlantic City-Ocean City-Villas, NJ UZA, similar to the Philadelphia Urbanized Area, SJTPO 
staff worked closely with multiple agencies to develop realistic targets for these two measures. 
It established an Atlantic City-Ocean City-Villas NJ UZA Coordination Group, consisting of SJTPO, 
NJDOT, Atlantic County, Cape May County, and Atlantic City, with participation from NJTPA and 
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DVRPC, all of which comprise this UZA. The targets for the AC UZA were based mainly on existing 
trends, which depict an overall decline in PHED since 2017 (the first year the RITIS tool utilized 
by the SJTPO reported the PHED measure), except for an uptick from 2020 to 2021, which most 
considered an anomaly due to the pandemic induced lockdown.

PHED Per Capita and Non-SOV Travel congestion baseline measures and targets for both the 
Philadelphia PA-NJ-DE-MD Urbanized Area and the Atlantic City, NJ Urbanized Area, were 
approved by the SJTPO Policy Board on July 25, 2022, under Resolution 2207-25 and Resolution 
2207-26. 

Progress Towards CMAQ Congestion Reduction Targets
As with many of the previous performance measures and targets, the four-year performance was 
in part affected by COVID-19 impacts on travel patterns, such as more people working from home 
who previously drove to work, contributing to reductions in annual hours of PHED per capita, 
increases in non-SOV travel as well as reductions in transit ridership, contributing to decreases in 
non-SOV travel. In both the Philadelphia and Atlantic City, Ocean City-Villas, NJ  Urbanized Areas, 
various programs and projects were programmed with the intention of reducing excessive delay. 
There were also programs implemented by the TMAs within the urbanized areas to encourage 
everything but driving alone to reduce some excessive delay. For the Philadelphia Urbanized 
Area, the 4-year target for PHED was 15.1, and the 2-year performance was 13.9 percent, which 
indicates that the PHED goal was achieved. For the percent non-SOV travel, the four-year target 
was 30.0 percent, while the 2-year performance was 32.8 percent, indicating the percentage non-
SOV target was also achieved. The goal is to continue to program congestion reduction projects 
to reduce excessive delay and increase non-SOV travel through projects, such as transit, 
pedestrian, and bicyclist improvements.   

Like the roadway maintenance project, congestion relief is another major focus area of NJDOT’s 
Capital Investment Strategy (CIS). Per the Statewide Capital Investment Strategy 2024 Update, in 
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2025, almost $694 (approximately 11.7 percent) of  total capital investment for that year is 
programmed for towards congestion relief projects. Furthermore, “Mitigate Traffic Congestion 
and Promote Efficient System Operation” is Goal 2 in SJTPO’s Forward 2050. 

SJTPO receives $1.9 million annually of CMAQ funds for local projects. In FFY 2024, two projects 
within the SJTPO region were authorized for CMAQ funding: Ventnor Avenue Signal 
Synchronization for $1.694 million, and the Landis Avenue and Valley Avenue Traffic Signal 
Upgrades, for $0.083 million. Much of the congestion within the SJTPO region occurs on state-
owned and maintained highways, which are part of the NHS. NJDOT has invested a significant 
number of resources in congestion relief programs Statewide.

In addition to the CMAQ program described above, as part of the Congestion Management 
Process (CMP), using the Probe Data Analytics Suite, SJTPO generates a list of the top ten 
bottlenecked locations for both state and authority roadways, as well as county and local 
roadways. This list is part of the updated CMP Report, located at www.sjtpo.org/CMP. The CMP 
report includes congestion mitigation strategies, which could be funded with CMAQ money to 
mitigate congestion. 

NJDOT Statewide CMAQ Emissions Reduction Targets and Goals
The SJTPO region falls within the Philadelphia-Wilmington-Atlantic City, PA-NJ-MD-DE 8-Hour 
Ozone Nonattainment Area under the 2015 standard of 0.070 parts per million (ppm). Under the 
2015 8-hour ozone standard, the SJTPO region was recently reclassified as a “moderate” 8-Hour 
Ozone Nonattainment Area. Since a portion of the 8-Hour Ozone Nonattainment Area within the 
SJTPO metropolitan planning boundary overlaps with the Philadelphia-Wilmington-Atlantic City, 
PA-NJ-DE-MD UZA with a population of approximately 5.6 million, it is subject to this 
requirement. The SJTPO region also includes the Atlantic City-Ocean City-Villas, NJ UZA. SJTPO is 
required to set targets for congestion measures due to new guidance and regulations for the 
second performance period. Guidance from FHWA states that UZAs with a population over 
200,000 require the MPO to establish congestion measure targets and quantitative two-year and 
four-year targets for the CMAQ emissions reduction measures.13 Since the Atlantic City-Ocean 
City-Villas, NJ UZA has a population of 299,290 people, it is required to compute emission 
reduction performance targets. 

SJTPO is required to set targets for pollutant emissions reductions from CMAQ projects. Separate 
emissions reduction targets are required for each pollutant, or precursor, for which a region is in 
nonattainment or maintenance. For the SJTPO region, the required pollutants are the ozone 
precursors Nitrogen Oxides (NOx) and Volatile Organic Compounds (VOC), in kilograms (kg) per

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day or per year, along with the expected lifespan of the emissions reduction. Carbon monoxide 
(CO) and particulate matter (PM2.5) are not required to be reported by SJTPO as the region meets 
the National Ambient Air Quality Standards (NAAQS) for these pollutants. The required emissions 
reduction targets identify the amount of pollutant emissions (in kilograms per day, or kg/day) 
estimated to be reduced by CMAQ-funded projects within the corresponding nonattainment or 
maintenance area(s), summed over the applicable fiscal year. 

The 2-year target represents the emissions reductions from CMAQ projects that will be first 
authorized within FFY 2022 and FFY 2023, while the 4-year target represents the emissions 
reductions from CMAQ projects that will be first authorized within FFYs 2022, 2023, 2024, and 
2025. The methodology for forecasting these targets is agreed upon by the New Jersey 
Department of Environmental Protection (NJDEP), NJ TRANSIT, NJDOT, and the three MPOs in 
New Jersey, including SJTPO. The estimated baseline and targets for the SJTPO region are in the 
following table.

Progress Towards CMAQ Emissions Reduction Targets
Improving air quality is part of the overarching goal to protect and enhance the environment and 
complement land use planning included in the Forward 2050. SJTPO is required to ensure all the 
projects embodied in the TIP conform to National Ambient Air Quality Standards (NAAQS). SJTPO 
does this via the formal conformity determination process, which involves running a complex 
model to ensure that future projected emissions fall below federally mandated emissions 
budgets. 

Beyond the air quality conformity process, pursuant to Federal Performance Management 
Regulations, SJTPO is responsible for preparing a CMAQ Performance Plan, which details the 
baseline emissions reduction conditions and the targets and how future planned projects will 
help the SJTPO region meet its targets.14 The SJTPO Baseline Report was submitted as part of the 
NJDOT Baseline System Performance Report for the 2022-2025 Performance Period to the 
USDOT in March 2023. In addition, the SJTPO Final Report and Performance Plan were completed 
in October 2022 for the first performance period (2018-2021). It included an updated list of 
projects and their status. As noted in the Final Performance Report, the SJTPO region achieved 
its emission goals, exceeding expectations for the Percent Non-SOV travel measure 2-year and 4-
year targets set in 2018 and the On-Road Mobile Source Emissions measure. This was achieved 
through shared benefits of Statewide projects implemented by NJDOT and NJ TRANSIT, in 
addition to SJTPO-funded CMAQ projects.  

The CMAQ-funded projects that SJTPO anticipates will help the region meet its CMAQ mobile 
source emissions target, and their funding status are in the table below. Many of these projects 
have congestion and air quality benefits, which helps meet the congestion reduction target. For 
more information on current and upcoming projects, visit www.sjtpo.org/cmaq.

In addition to the Local CMAQ Program, the Carbon Reduction Program (CRP) was established 
under Section 11403 of the IIJA to provide funding for projects that reduce transportation 
emissions from on-road highway sources through carbon dioxide (CO2) emission reduction 
strategies and by funding projects designed to reduce transportation emissions.

Under the guidance of the MPOs, local projects will be developed that will reduce carbon 
emissions. Project eligibility includes the establishment or operation of traffic monitoring, 
management, and control facilities or programs, advanced truck stop electrification systems, 
advanced transportation and congestion management technologies, development of 
infrastructure-based intelligent transportation systems capital improvements, installation of 
vehicle to infrastructure communications equipment, replacement of street lighting and traffic 
control devices with-energy efficient alternatives, development of a carbon reduction strategy, 
and retrofitting of Dedicated Short Range Communication (DSRC) technology. 

The CMAQ and CRP projects are completed in a three-year joint solicitation period, most recently 
completed over FFY 2025, 2026, and 2027. For SJTPO, the suballocation of funding for CMAQ 
related projects is $7.261 million and for HSIP related projects is $19 million for the FY2026-2035 
TIP. For more information on current and upcoming projects, visit SJTPO’s Carbon Reduction 
Program website and the CMAQ Program. 

In addition to the CRP and the Local CMAQ Program, NJDOT and NJ TRANSIT have several 
Statewide programs that utilize CMAQ funding to reduce emissions and congestion, such as the 
following.

Bicycle & Pedestrian Facilities/Accommodations (DBNUM X185) – This is a comprehensive 
program to ensure the broad implementation of the Statewide Bicycle and Pedestrian Master 
Plan, Complete Streets Policy, and the implementation of federal and state policies and 
procedures on bicycle, pedestrian, transit, and ADA access and safety. This program includes 
addressing bicycle, pedestrian, transit, and micro-mobility travel needs through the development 
of improvements on state, county, and local roadways either by inclusion in existing capital 
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projects, development of independent projects, or through assistance to counties and 
municipalities. Projects must accommodate the needs of all travelers. Funding is provided 
annually in an estimated amount of $1.5 million in CMAQ, $1.0 million in STATE, and $1.5 million 
in TA Set-Aside, or FLEX.  

Intelligent Traffic Signal Systems (DBNUM 5343) – This program will seek to improve mobility 
on New Jersey’s arterial highways. Arterials contribute almost 70 percent of the total congestion 
that occurs in New Jersey. This program will focus on dynamically managing New Jersey’s arterials 
from NJDOT’s Arterial Management Center. Existing traffic signals will be strategically, 
systematically, and programmatically upgraded from stand-alone signals to highly sophisticated, 
coordinated, real-time traffic response traffic signals. This upgrade will include installing new 
controllers, intelligent software, algorithms, robust detection, and communication. Most of the 
traffic signal upgrades will take place on NJDOT-owned highways. Funding is provided annually 
in a ranged estimated amount from $8.0 million to $15.0 million. 

Rail Rolling Stock Procurement (DBNUM T112) – This program provides funds for the 
replacement of rail rolling stock, including engineering assistance and project management, to 
replace over-aged equipment, including rail cars, revenue service locomotives, and expansion of 
NJ TRANSIT rolling stock fleet to accommodate projected ridership growth and other system 
enhancements as well as support vehicles and equipment for rail operations. Annual funds are 
provided for Comet V single-level car, Electric Locomotive, Diesel Locomotive, Dual Power 
Locomotives, Multi-Level rail car lease payments, and pay-as-you-go funding for Multilevel 
vehicles and other rolling stock. Funding is provided annually from CMAQ, STATE, SECT 5307, and 
SECT 5337.

Small/Special Services Program (DBNUM T120) – This program funds the purchasing of small 
buses or van-type vehicles for agencies that serve older adults and persons with disabilities. This 
program was formerly known as the Section 16 Program. The state provides MATCH funds. 
Funding is provided annually by STATE, CMAQ 5310, and SECT 5310.

Beyond the projects listed above, SJTPO will continue to select projects and programs that have 
a positive air quality benefit in terms of reducing mobile source pollution. SJTPO will also continue 
to promote and develop projects and programs with air quality benefits to its subregions and 
planning partners. 

Transit Asset Management Performance Measure Rule
Transit Asset Management (TAM) is the strategic and systematic practice of procuring, operating, 
inspecting, maintaining, rehabilitating, and replacing transit capital assets to manage their 
performance, risks, and costs over their life cycles to provide safe, cost-effective, and reliable 
public transportation. TAM uses transit asset conditions to guide how to manage capital assets 
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and prioritize funding to improve or maintain a State of Good Repair (SGR). Based on the mandate 
in MAP-21 and continued in the IIJA, FTA developed a rule establishing a strategic and systematic 
process of operating, maintaining, and improving public transit capital assets effectively through 
their entire life cycle. The TAM rule develops a framework for transit agencies to monitor and 
manage public transportation assets, increase reliability and performance, and establish 
performance measures. Transit agencies are required to develop TAM plans and submit their 
performance measures and targets to the National Transit Database. These measures and targets 
are based on the state fiscal year and are updated annually. The TAM rule established the 
following national transit asset management performance measures.15 

Rolling Stock – In the transit industry, the Useful Life Benchmark is a commonly used indicator of 
the number of years an asset is expected to last and be in service. Useful Life Benchmark means 
either the expected life cycle of a capital asset or the acceptable period of use in service as 
determined by FTA. Each vehicle type’s Useful Life Benchmark estimates how many years a 
vehicle can be in service and still be in an SGR. The Useful Life Benchmark considers how long it 
is cost-effective to operate an asset before ongoing maintenance costs outweigh replacement 
costs. As stipulated in the TAM Final Rule, transit agencies must use the required performance 
measure of the percentage of revenue vehicles by type that meets or exceeds the Useful Life 
Benchmark to track the performance of revenue vehicles (rolling stock) and service vehicles 
(equipment).16 In addition to measuring performance, transit agencies are to use the Useful Life 
Benchmark to set their performance measure targets.

Equipment – Transit facilities are rated using the TERM scale. The percentage of non-revenue 
service vehicles by type meets or exceeds the Useful Life Benchmark.

Facilities – The TERM scale is a Capital Needs Analysis Tool developed and used by FTA to assess 
the nation's transit assets and operators' current physical condition and future investment needs. 
It rates the condition of certain facilities on a scale of 1 to 5, with “1” denoting an asset in need 
of immediate repair or replacement and “5” denoting a new asset with no visible defects. The 
TAM Final Rule stipulates a performance measure of the percentage of facilities by group that 
are rated less than 3.0 on the TERM scale.

Infrastructure – The percentage of track segments by mode that have performance restrictions. 

Under the provisions of the Transit Asset Transportation Performance Management rulemaking, 
transit operators are required to set performance targets for their transit asset portfolio. MPOs 
are then required to set their own targets or adopt the transit operators’ targets for the transit

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asset portfolio in their region based on measures mandated by the rule. The performance 
measures were selected by the FTA and include the following for reference.

• Average revenue fleet age
• Average non-revenue fleet age
• Percentage of facilities that are below a condition rating of 3 on the Transit Economic
• Requirements Model scale
• Percent of the track system under a performance restriction

Transit agencies must upload their performance targets and a supporting narrative in their 
annual National Transit Database (NTD) submission and report on progress against these targets. 
They must also develop a Transit Asset Management Plan (TAMP) that adheres to the following 
nine (9) elements to ensure assets are in an SGR.

1. Inventory of Capital Assets
2. Condition Assessment
3. Decision Support Tools
4. Investment Prioritization
5. TAM and SGR Policy
6. Implementation Strategy
7. List of Key Annual Activities
8. Identification of Resources
9. Evaluation Plan

NJ TRANSIT is the only Tier 1 agency providing public transit service, and thus, subject to this FTA 
TAM performance management rule in the SJTPO region. In addition, several county bus 
operators operate within the SJTPO region, but these are considered subrecipients to 
NJ TRANSIT and not covered under the TAM Plan. In September 2024, SJTPO took formal action 
to support the same set of targets for FY 2023 (previously approved) and 2024 as NJ TRANSIT, as 
has been done with most of the other performance measures. SJTPO has also worked with NJ 
TRANSIT, NJDOT, and the other MPOs in New Jersey to develop a set of written procedures that 
outline the coordination process for TAM.   

NJ TRANSIT Asset Management Performance Targets and Goals 
NJ TRANSIT operates and maintains a large fleet of buses, railroad cars, locomotives, and light 
rail vehicles in the SJTPO region. NJ TRANSIT has budgeted funds to permit regular ongoing 
equipment replacement as it approaches the end of its useful life to ensure these assets are in 
an SGR. This approach allows NJ TRANSIT to procure newer propulsion and fuel systems for 
vehicles and railroad equipment, as they are proven to be feasible, reliable, and cost-effective. 
This maintenance strategy creates a sustainable financial replacement program and is expected 
to continue.
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NJ TRANSIT released its latest New Jersey Tier II Group Transit Asset Management (TAM) Plan in 
October 2022. In this plan, NJ TRANSIT sets forth its blueprint to identify, describe, and improve 
asset management practices, with the vision to maintain the agency’s assets in an SGR. The 
Enterprise Asset Management Program TAM Plan presents a summary of inventory assets, 
describes the current condition of the assets, sets near-term targets for the required 
performance measures, and explains how NJ TRANSIT managers develop and present requests 
for operating/maintenance budgets and capital asset replacements. The Enterprise Asset 
Management Program TAM Plan also identifies NJ TRANSIT programs and projects aimed at 
helping to achieve TAM targets. Rolling Stock is the percentage of revenue vehicles that have met 
or exceeded their useful life benchmark. NJ TRANSIT’s rolling stock comprises 173 locomotives 
(electric propulsion power, diesel fuel, and dual power), 160 self-propelled passenger cars, and 
888 passenger coaches (multi-level and single level). All locomotives and loco-hauled cars are 
operated in push-pull service. Out of NJ TRANSIT’s 73 diesel-powered locomotives, 58 have a 
useful life of 30 years, which is lower than FTA’s ULB of 39 years, but 15 of those locomotives 
have been overhauled to increase their useful life to 53 and 54 years. The 160 self-propelled 
passenger cars have ULBs of 47 and 48 years. Out of the 459 single-level passenger cars, 299 have 
a ULB of 30 years, 1 has a ULB of 46 years, and 159 have a ULB of 51 years.17 In the SJTPO region, 
there is only one heavy commuter rail line – the Atlantic City Rail Line between Philadelphia’s 
30th Street Station and Atlantic City, New Jersey, with four stations located within the SJTPO 
region (Hammonton, Egg Harbor City, Absecon, and Atlantic City Rail Terminal).

NJ TRANSIT owns a fleet of more than 2,600 buses, with approximately 1,223 covering local 
routes and 1,429 covering commuter routes, which includes buses provided to private carriers 
and contract service providers. Similarly, there are two types of buses – over-the-road, which are 
used on longer distance commuter routes, and smaller transit buses, which service the local 
routes. The active bus fleet in daily service is in an SGR. NJ TRANSIT has determined the ULB for 
buses should be 12 years for those in transit service. These include articulated, transit, and 
suburban buses. NJ TRANSIT’s ULB for Over-the-Road for commuter service is 14 years.

NJ TRANSIT also uses a variety of non-revenue vehicles and railroad equipment to support 
operations, inspections, repairs, and upgrades of the railroad. Without this fleet and equipment 
available in sufficient quantity and appropriately maintained, essential railroad work cannot 
occur. NJ TRANSIT’s non-revenue service vehicle inventory includes ordinary automobiles to 
locomotives that also include police cruisers and specialized track machinery (e.g., Light Duty 
Trucks, Heavy Duty Trucks, and Rubber Tire Construction Equipment and Trailers). Furthermore, 
NJ TRANSIT has a fleet of corporate non-revenue service vehicles (police, technology, 
maintenance, and administration) and Information Systems equipment, such as radio towers, 
radio repeater equipment, ticket vending machines, and a drone. The 2022 targets for 
automobiles, trucks and other rubber tire vehicles, and steel wheel vehicles that have met or 
exceeded their useful life benchmark are listed below for reference.

In addition to rolling stock and service equipment, NJ TRANSIT has capital responsibility for 293 
commuter rail facilities. This includes 230 passenger facilities, two park-and-ride, 51 maintenance 
facilities, and ten administrative buildings. The target for facilities is the percentage of facilities 
rated below “3” on the condition scale. The Facility Performance Targets for the entire system 
are listed below for reference.

In addition to rolling stock, service equipment, and facilities, NJ TRANSIT commuter rail 
infrastructure includes track, structure, electric traction, and signals and communication assets, 
all of which are maintained following Federal Railroad Administration (FRA) regulations and good 
engineering practice. Regarding the performance metrics listed in the table below, infrastructure 
is the percentage of track segments with performance restrictions. NJ TRANSIT implements the 
principles of its TAM policy by adopting an SGR policy to maintain capital assets to the level where 
the asset operates at full performance to provide safe, reliable, convenient, and cost-effective 
transit service to its customers. NJ TRANSIT has committed to improving the resiliency of its 
systems to prevent future damage and to prepare for possible future extreme weather events 
and security threats. This includes significant new investments in a series of hardening projects, 
such as new rail vehicle storage, upgraded power systems, maintenance facilities, emergency 
control centers, security improvements, and signal and communications systems resilience 
upgrades. For FY 2025, approximately 1.75 percent of the commuter rail’s Statewide Commuter 
Rail track segment, which includes the Atlantic City Rail Line, the only rail facility in the SJTPO 
region, experienced performance restrictions.

The SJTPO Policy Board approved the four FY 2024 Transit Asset Management Plan (TAMP) 
targets at the September 23, 2024, meeting under Resolution 2409-29.18 It is expected to 
approve the TAMP targets for FY 2025 at its September 22, 2025 Policy Board meeting. 

Progress Towards Transit Asset Management Targets
The Transit Asset Transportation Performance Management rule requires MPOs to describe how 
the region’s TIP will help to achieve the TAM targets. SJTPO’s FFY 2026-2035 TIP was developed 
to ensure progress towards target achievement. Transit operators have taken steps to ensure 
that projects selected for TIP funding help to achieve the TAM targets.
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As noted in Section 4, NJ TRANSIT has programmed more than $143 million over the first four 
years (FFY 2026-2029) of the current FFY 2026-2035 TIP and approximately $310 million over the 
later federal fiscal years from FFY 2026-2035 for transit projects and programs that are directed 
towards asset management in the SJTPO region. Some of NJ TRANSIT’s projects and programs 
from the first four years (FFY 2026-2029) of the current FFY 2026-2035 TIP will have a direct 
impact on transit asset performance, and include the following:

• More than $171.0 million is programmed for the preventive maintenance of the
bus system (see DBNUM T135). In addition, more than $45 million is allocated
towards the rail preventive maintenance program (DBNUM T39), which is used for
the overhaul of rail cars and locomotives, and other preventive maintenance
costs.

• More than $31 million is allocated towards replacing rail cars and locomotives that
have reached the end of their useful life (DBNUM T112), and over $129.5 million
for replacing buses (DBNUM T111).

• More than $41 million is set aside for Transit Enhancements or Transportation
Alternatives programs (DBNUM T210). These are improvements that, in addition
to refurbishing transit and transit facilities, also help to encourage more people to
use alternative modes of transportation to driving, such as biking or walking.

NJ TRANSIT’s $1.732 billion FY 2024 Capital Program (from July 1, 2023, to June 30, 2024) calls 
for continued investment in the state’s transit infrastructure to maintain an SGR and provide 
reliable transit service. An emphasis on better preparing NJ TRANSIT to withstand and recover 
from future extreme weather events through building a more resilient system remains a vital 
focus of the Capital Program, which invests in railroad bridge rehabilitation, track replacement, 
signal upgrades, repairs to overhead power lines and electric substations, improvements to rail 
stations, and bus shelter upgrades.

Public Transportation Agency Safety Performance 
Measures Rule
FTA published a final Public Transportation Agency Safety Performance (PTASP) rule and related 
performance measures as authorized by Section 20021 of MAP-21. This rule became effective on 
July 19, 2019. The PTASP rule requires operators of public transportation systems that receive 
federal financial assistance under 49 USC Chapter 53 to develop and certify a PTSAP. Further, as 
a rail operator and an operator of large bus systems – more than 100 vehicles in peak revenue 
service – NJ TRANSIT must draft and implement its own PTASP. For small operators, defined as 
those operating 100 or fewer vehicles in peak revenue service, subject to the rule, states must 
draft and certify a PTASP on their behalf, unless a small provider opts to draft and certify its own

year. The PTSAP must include specific performance targets based on safety performance 
measures established under the National Public Transportation Safety Plan. The development 
and implementation of PTSAPs is anticipated to help ensure that public transportation systems 
are safe nationwide. 

Public Transportation Agency Safety Plan Safety Performance Targets and Goals 
As a rail operator and an operator of large bus systems – more than 100 vehicles in peak revenue 
service – NJ TRANSIT must draft and implement its own PTASP. For small operators, defined as 
those operating 100 or fewer vehicles in peak revenue service, subject to the rule, states must 
draft and certify a PTASP on their behalf, unless a small provider opts to draft and certify its own 
safety plan and notifies the state that it will do so.  

The Bipartisan Infrastructure Law introduced new requirements related to safety risk reduction 
for Section 5307 recipients serving a large, urbanized area (areas with a population of 200,000 or 
more). This resulted in a total of 14 required transit safety performance measures listed in the 
table below.

The SJTPO Policy Board endorsed the CY 2024 Public Transportation Agency Safety Plan (PTASP) 
Safety Performance Targets Set by the NJ TRANSIT at their September 23, 2024 Policy Board 
meeting under Resolution 2409-30. SJTPO is anticipated to adopt the performance measures for 
CY 2025 at its September 22, 2025 Policy Board meeting. 

On June 2024, NJ TRANSIT released its one-year targets for each of these required measures for 
CY 2024. The safety performance targets for the bus network are listed in the table below. 
In July 2025, NJ TRANSIT released its safety performance targets for each of these measures. This 
included the new measures cited above as well as the existing measures.

The SJTPO Policy Board endorsed the CY 2024 Public Transportation Agency Safety Plan (PTASP) 
Safety Performance Targets Set by the NJ TRANSIT at their September 23, 2024, Policy Board 
meeting under Resolution 2409-30. 

Progress Towards Meeting Transit Safety Targets 
NJ TRANSIT’s transit safety targets are computed based on a rolling average of the past three 
years of data. In other words, the CY 2025 target is based on data from CY 2022-2024, the CY 
2024 target is based on data from CY 2020-2023, etc. As such, looking at past years’ targets can 
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provide a rough proxy for transit safety performance. The table below depicts the last three years 
of public transportation safety targets, including the most recent set of targets for CY 2025.

Overall, for at least some of the metrics, NJ TRANSIT’s safety performance appears to be 
improving. However, a few of the targets, such as the total number and rate of injuries per total 
vehicle revenue miles, are trending upward, indicating an upward trend in the number and rate 
of fatalities over the past three calendar years. Because of the change in some of the metrics, 
e.g., the new measures do not break out injuries between employee and passenger, fatality and
injury rates are based on vehicle revenue-miles for CY 2025, vs. million miles in previous years,
etc., it is difficult to compare CY 2025 with previous years. SJTPO will continue working closely
with NJ TRANSIT to assess the agency’s progress toward meeting these transit safety targets and
programming projects, which will improve their safety performance.
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Appendix C. Consultation and Coordination 
As stated in Title 23 Part 450.316 (e), "MPOs shall, to the extent practicable, develop a 
documented process(es) that outlines roles, responsibilities, and key decision points for 
consulting with other governments and agencies, as defined in paragraphs (b), (c), and (d) of this 
section, which may be included in the agreement(s) developed under §450.314." SJTPO consults 
and coordinates with agencies and officials as needed to complete transportation planning 
activities. Regarding the TIP development, SJTPO collaborates with the entities listed below. For 
each entity, the roles and responsibilities during the TIP development process are outlined as 
follows. 

SJTPO Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) – The TAC is a thirteen-member committee 
comprised of planners and engineers representing SJTPO's constituent subregions. The TAC is re-
designated annually in January. The role of the TAC is to review the recommendations provided 
by SJTPO staff, including the Project Evaluation Scores, and the fiscally constrained Capital 
Program, as well as review the Draft TIP and Transportation Conformity, and recommend 
adoption to the Policy Board. The TAC is involved in TIP discussions regarding funding availability, 
urban boundary designation, project selection criteria, and other related matters. Additionally, 
the TAC is responsible for recommending Amendments to the Policy Board for adoption, 
reviewing Administrative Modifications, and approving Committee Modifications to the TIP. 

SJTPO Policy Board – The Policy Board is the governing body of SJTPO and is comprised of eight 
elected officials from counties and municipalities within the SJTPO region, as well as three 
additional members appointed by NJDOT, NJ TRANSIT, and SJTA. The role of the Policy Board in 
the TIP development process is to vote on the adoption of the TIP and Amendments to the TIP. 

SJTPO Community Outreach and Engagement Committee (COEC) – The COEC is a committee 
aimed at enhancing the scope of SJTPO's public outreach and ensuring that SJTPO's decision-
making processes are based on a cross-section of information and viewpoints that accurately 
reflect the SJTPO region. The committee's role in the TIP development process is to provide SJTPO 
staff with feedback on the projects and programs included in the TIP and to help raise awareness 
throughout South Jersey communities about the opportunity to comment on the Draft TIP when 
it becomes available.  

New Jersey Department of Transportation Capital Programming – NJDOT Capital Programming 
is responsible for the development of the Capital Program and STIP. Capital Programming works 
with the MPOs, NJ TRANSIT, FHWA, and FTA to develop resource estimates, provide project pool 
sheets, compile the statewide Capital Program, compile the STIP, and provide the finalized STIP 
to FHWA and FTA for approval. NJDOT is also represented on SJTPO's TAC and Policy Board. 
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New Jersey Department of Transportation Office of Local Aid – The Office of Local Aid is 
responsible for reviewing and approving TIP project authorization submissions from project 
sponsors. SJTPO attends quarterly project status meetings with the Office of Local Aid and each 
subregion to ensure that programmed projects are on track for authorization by the end of the 
fiscal year. Project status meetings involve coordination between the NJDOT Office of Local Aid 
District 4, SJTPO, and subregional professional staff. 

New Jersey Transit – NJ TRANSIT prepares the statewide transit section of the STIP. Statewide 
transit programs are funded in each of the three MPO regions. NJ TRANSIT participates in 
resource estimates, development of the Capital Program, and development of the STIP. NJ 
TRANSIT is also represented on SJTPO's TAC and Policy Board. 

Federal Highway Administration and Federal Transit Administration – FHWA and FTA 
participate in resource estimate discussions early in the TIP development process. FHWA and FTA 
also have an opportunity to review and submit comments on the Draft STIP. The Transportation 
Conformity document must be approved by FHWA and FTA, in addition to the US EPA. The final 
approval of the STIP also comes from FHWA and FTA. FHWA is responsible for providing final 
approval of TIP project authorization. FHWA and FTA must also provide final approval for any TIP 
amendments and modifications. 

Interagency Consultation Group (ICG) – In accordance with transportation conformity 
regulations in §93.105(a), §93.105(b), and §93.105(c), SJTPO has organized an ICG. The ICG is 
comprised of representatives from NJDEP, US EPA, NJDOT, FHWA, the other New Jersey MPOs, 
and consultants. The ICG is responsible for aiding in the development of the Transportation 
Conformity document for the TIP and for approving the Final Transportation Conformity. 

The Public – When the Draft TIP and Transportation Conformity document are prepared,  SJTPO 
initiates a public involvement process to ensure that members of the public, affected agencies, 
employees, private transportation providers, and other interested parties have the opportunity 
to comment on the proposed program. SJTPO places public notice in area newspapers, on the 
SJTPO General Information e-list, through social media, and via its list of outreach contacts across 
the region. Hard copies of the Draft TIP and Conformity are sent to participating State Depository 
Libraries in each county. The documents are also publicly hosted on SJTPO's website. A minimum 
30-day public comment period is provided, during which at least one public meeting is held. More
details on the public involvement process may be found in SJTPO's PIP document.

Tribal Coordination 
Tribal Nations – The following text outlines how SJTPO coordinates with Tribal Nations during 
the TIP development process. When a Metropolitan Planning Area (MPA) includes federal public 
lands, the applicable MPO will appropriately involve the federal land management agencies in 
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the development of the metropolitan transportation plan and the TIP.1 The SJTPO region does 
not contain any Indian Tribal lands. If a transportation planning activity occurs that overlaps with 
Indian Tribal lands, the applicable MPO will consult with federal land management agencies as 
appropriate. In accordance with Section 106 of the National Historic Preservation Act of 1966 
(NHPA) and its implementing regulations found in the Protection of Historic Properties, federal 
agencies must consult with any Indian tribe or Native Hawaiian organization regarding 
undertakings occurring on or affecting historic properties on its tribal lands.2 

Consult with an Indian tribe or Native Hawaiian organization that attaches religious and 
cultural significance to historic properties that may be affected by an undertaking 
[800.2(c)(2)(ii)]. This requirement applies regardless of the location of the historic 
property. The regulations further require that the agency official shall insure that 
consultation in the section 106 process provides the Indian tribe...a reasonable 
opportunity to identify its concerns about historic properties, advise on the identification 
and evaluation of historic properties, including those of traditional religious and cultural 
importance, articulate its views on the undertaking's effects on such properties and 
participate in the resolution of adverse effects [§800.2(c)(2)(ii)(A)]. 

Currently, there are no federally recognized tribal nations that reside in the State of New Jersey, 
nor are there tribal territories or lands belonging to federally recognized tribal nations within the 
confines of the state. There may be individuals belonging to federally recognized tribal nations, 
but there are no known enclaves or identified communities of such individuals within the State 
of New Jersey. Five federally recognized tribes claim an ancestral relationship with the land in 
the State of New Jersey, who are included as consulting parties for federally funded or permitted 
transportation projects.3 The federally recognized tribes include the following. 

• Absentee Shawnee Tribe of Oklahoma: Camden County, Gloucester County, Salem
County, and Warren County

• Delaware Nation: Statewide
• Delaware Tribe of Indians: Statewide
• Shawnee: Statewide
• Stockbridge-Munsee Community Band of Mohican Indians: Sussex County, Warren

County, and Burlington County

The FHWA cannot delegate its government-to-government responsibility and overall 
consultation and coordination duties with federally recognized tribal nations. The Lead Federal

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Agency is responsible for identifying and involving consulting parties in the findings and 
determinations made during the Section 106 consultation process. The Stockbridge-Munsee 
Community Band of Mohican Indians has deferred consultation in the SJTPO region, noting that 
projects within SJTPO’s four counties are outside of their areas of interest. As such, no further 
consultation will be completed with this tribal nation. 

In addition to the five federally recognized tribal nations identified above, SJTPO also reaches out 
to the four non-federal tribes acknowledged by the current administration in the State of New 
Jersey to have an interest in historic properties. While these non-federally recognized tribes do 
not share the same status as the "federally recognized" tribal nations, they are still recognized as 
essential stakeholders in the transportation planning process. The four non-federally recognized 
tribes include: 

• Nanticoke Lenni-Lenape Indians of New Jersey
• Powhatan Renape Nation
• Ramapough Lunaape (Lenape) Nation
• Sand Hill Indian Historical Association

At the time the Draft TIP document is released for public comment, a letter will be sent via email 
to the four federally recognized tribal nations and the four non-federally recognized tribes to 
inform them that the Draft FFY 2026-2035 TIP is available for review and comment on the SJTPO 
website. SJTPO has developed a TIP map to supplement the TIP document, which visually displays 
the list of projects. The project type and location are indicated on the map, along with additional 
information. 

An additional letter to the five federally recognized tribal nations and four non-federally 
recognized tribal nations will be emailed following the Policy Board's approval of the TIP in 
September 2025. The letter will acknowledge the approval of the TIP, referencing the appropriate 
Policy Board resolution. 

Eastern Federal Lands Highway Division – The following text outlines how SJTPO coordinates 
with the Eastern Federal Lands Highway Division (EFLHD) during the TIP development process. 
When a Metropolitan Planning Area (MPA) includes federal public lands, the applicable MPO will 
appropriately involve the federal land management agencies in the development of 
the metropolitan transportation plan and the TIP.4 The SJTPO region encompasses the following 
federal public lands, which are managed by the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service or the U.S. Coast 
Guard.

The New Jersey Natural Lands Trust and the FHWA Web-based Interactive Geographic Map 
Server Enhancement (HEPGIS) provide an interactive mapping tool depicting federal lands and 
PDF versions for easy access. The FHWA provides an updated EFLHD TIP annually, which describes 
transportation projects that will be implemented within the boundaries of federal lands. The 
FHWA project list for the EFLHD TIP FY 2025-2028 is included in Section 7.  

Decision Points in the TIP Development Process 
The following list outlines key decision points in the TIP development process. 

Project Pool Sheet Development – The development of project pool sheets begins one year 
before the expected TIP adoption date. For the FY 2026-2035 TIP, project pool sheets were 
distributed in mid-September 2024, and the completed pool sheets were provided to NJDOT 
Capital Programming in mid-October 2025. Budget requests (project pool sheets) were collected 
electronically through Capital Program Development's web-based Program Development 
software, eCAP. 

Draft Capital Program – The constrained project pool is developed into the Capital Program by 
NJDOT and provided as a Draft FY 2026 Capital Program Database for the initial review by the 
three MPOs in New Jersey in April 2025. 

Transportation Conformity Process – SJTPO must demonstrate that the TIP complies with the 
Clean Air Act (CAA) requirements. The Transportation Conformity process begins when the Draft 
Capital Program is received in April. SJTPO staff, alongside the ICG, review the complete project 
list and prepare a Draft Transportation Conformity document. During the preparation, the ICG 
holds up to three meetings to review and approve the Transportation Conformity. The TAC and 
Policy Board endorsement of the Final Transportation Conformity document is anticipated to be 
approved in September 2025. 

Draft TIP and Transportation Conformity Document Public Review and Comment Period – The 
public comment period was held from Wednesday, July 2, 2025, through Sunday, August 3, 2025, 
with two hybrid public meetings on Monday, July 14, 2023, at 10:00 AM and Wednesday, July 23 
at 6:00 PM.

All public 
comments received were summarized and incorporated into Appendix D. 

SJTPO TIP – The Draft STIP Database was received on June 5, 2025, and was used to produce the 
SJTPO TIP. Following the public review and comment period, the TIP is anticipated to be brought 
to the TAC meeting for recommendation to the Policy Board on September 8, 2025. It is expected 
to be voted on in the Policy Board meeting on September 22, 2025. 

FHWA and FTA Approval – The FHWA/FTA approval of the MPO TIP and Transportation 
Conformity documents is scheduled for early Fall 2025, followed by  FHWA/FTA approval. The 
STIP becomes effective following FHWA/FTA approval.

A public comment period was held for the Draft FFY 2026-2035 TIP and Transportation 
Conformity Determination. The documents were available for public review and comment 
from Wednesday, July 2, 2025, to Sunday, August 3, 2025. 

An extension to the comment period for the Draft FFY 2026-2035 TIP was made to give members 
of the public ample time to review Appendix B, which was not made available at the start of the 
public comment period. 

During this period, members of the public could submit comments for the Draft Statewide TIP, 
also known as the STIP. The STIP includes transportation projects from the SJTPO region, as well 
as projects from the two additional New Jersey MPOs: DVRPC and NJTPA. The STIP was made 
available on the TIP webpage. 

SJTPO hosted two public meetings on Monday, July 14, at 10:00 AM and Wednesday, July 23, 
at 6:00 PM. The meetings were hybrid, and as such, participants were invited to attend the 
public meeting in person at the SJTPO Office or virtually via GoToMeeting. The public comment 
period and public meetings were advertised in The Press of Atlantic City and The Daily Journal, 
via email notice to SJTPO’s General Information list, and through SJTPO’s social media 
platforms. 

In addition to the opportunity to comment at the public meeting, comments on any of the 
above-mentioned documents were welcomed via fax (856-794-2549), direct message on 
Facebook (www.facebook.com/SJTPO) or Twitter (www.twitter.com/SJTPO) (also known as 
X), email (TIP@sjtpo.org), online comment form located toward the bottom of the 
TIP webpage (www.sjtpo.org/TIP), or mail (SJTPO, 817 East Landis Avenue, 2nd Floor, 
Vineland, New Jersey 08360.

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The following comments were received during the Public Comment Period. The TIP document 
was updated to reflect any changes that were necessary as a result of the comment, as needed. 

COMMENT: How can an individual get involved with a project? 

RESPONSE: In addition to the local lead projects, which are federally funded through SJTPO and 
completed through our subregional partners, there are local, county, and state roadways with 
projects that are not included in the TIP. If the project is on a local road, reach out to the 
municipality; if it is on a county road, reach out to the county; and if it is on a state road, reach 
out to NJDOT for further guidance. 

Additionally, SJTPO’s Public Engagement Guide provides an overview of the transportation 
planning process for South Jersey residents. The Knowing Who to Contact section of the guide 
will help identify the correct organization to contact. Some issues may best be addressed by 
speaking to local public works staff or attending a board or committee meeting. If you are unsure 
where to begin or how to request a new project, write a letter to the county elected official. 

COMMENT: How can my residential street be funded for maintenance (i.e., potholes, unfinished 
utility work)? 

RESPONSE: It is important to understand that not all projects are eligible for federal funding. 
Most projects that are federally funded are major collectors of traffic or are on public roadways; 
this does not include local or residential roadways. The best way to request maintenance on a 
local or residential road, as in your neighborhood, would be to reach out to the county pothole 
hotline, or to request a new project, write a letter to the county elected official. 

COMMENT: How likely is SJTPO not to pass conformity? What would "need to occur" for SJTPO 
not to pass? 

RESPONSE: At this point, with the current project mix (characterized by very few capacity-
enhancement projects) and relatively flat projected demographic growth, the SJTPO region has 
a “comfortable” margin between its projected emissions and emissions budgets. For the SJTPO 
not to pass, the region would have to have significantly higher projected emissions, which would 
exceed the emissions budgets, or the emissions budgets would have to become significantly 
more stringent, such that the projected emissions would exceed the budgets. 

COMMENT: For project S2318, Reconstruction of South East Avenue, the narrative says, “the 
limits of this project are for HSIP funding,” but the funding is identified as STBGP-B50K200K. 
Please clarify the meaning of the narrative, update the narrative, or update the funding? 

RESPONSE: The corrected project narrative is as follows, “This project involves milling and paving 
East Avenue within the existing right of way, upgrading drainage facilities, and removing and 
replacing concrete curbs and gutters. Additionally, the improvements will include replacing ADA

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ramps at intersections, installing signage, line striping, and pavement markings. The project will 
also include the installation of a proposed bicycle lane. All other safety improvements behind the 
curb, such as sidewalk and driveway enhancements, will be completed as part of a separate 
project funded by HSIP. An overhead flashing beacon will also be installed at the all-way stop 
controlled intersection at Walnut Road.” 

COMMENT: For project S2509, New Hampshire Avenue, from Parkside to Pacific Avenues, what 
municipality is this project in, and what is the milepost data? 

RESPONSE: New Hampshire Avenue, Parkside to Pacific Avenues (DBNUM S2509) is a standard 
mill and overlay project and will include ADA access and drainage improvements, when needed. 
The project is in Atlantic City between mileposts 0.59 - 0.00 (SRI 01021011) and 0.00 - 0.12 along 
New Hampshire Avenue (SRI  01021393). 

COMMENT: For project S2510, North Carolina Avenue, Absecon Boulevard to Pacific Avenue, 
what is the milepost data? 

RESPONSE: North Carolina Avenue, Absecon Boulevard to Pacific Avenue (DBNUM S2510) is a 
standard mill and overlay project and will include ADA access and drainage improvements, when 
needed. The milepost limits are MP 0.00 - MP 0.70 along North Carolina Avenue (SRI 01021391). 

COMMENT: For project S2511, Pacific Avenue from Massachusetts to New Hampshire Avenues, 
should the municipality be Atlantic City and not various municipalities, and what is the milepost 
data? 

RESPONSE: Pacific Avenue, Massachusetts to New Hampshire Avenues (DBNUM S2511) is a 
standard mill and overlay project and will include ADA access and drainage improvements, when 
needed. The project is in Atlantic City between mileposts 2.28 - 2.51 along Pacific Avenue (SRI 
01021382). 

COMMENT: For project S2513, Resurfacing of West Avenue (CR 619), what is the milepost data? 

RESPONSE: Resurfacing of West Avenue CR 619 Phase 1 (DBNUM S2513) includes resurfacing, 
ADA upgrades, minor drainage upgrades, and restriping. The limits of this Phase 1 project include 
34th Street to 41st Street, mileposts 19.88 – 19.13 along West Avenue (SRI 05000619). 

COMMENT: For project S2532, Tilton Road, Section 6, what are the municipalities? 

RESPONSE: Tilton Road (CR 563) - Section 6, Reconstruction (DBNUM S2352) will provide the 
pavement reconstruction and minor widening in front of the Air National Guard entrance, 
providing a consistent minimum width bike lane. The project will be completed along Tilton Road 
(SRI 00000563) between mileposts 8.9 - 11.50 (east of Delilah Road to west of Wrangleboro 
Road), within Egg Harbor Township and Hamilton Township.

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COMMENT: For project S2512, Virginia Avenue, Absecon Boulevard to Pacific Avenue, what is 
the milepost data? 

RESPONSE: Virginia Avenue, Absecon Boulevard to Pacific Avenue (DBNUM S2512) consists of 
a standard mill and overlay project and will include ADA access and drainage improvements, 
when needed. The project limits include North Pennsylvania Avenue to Pacific Avenue, mileposts 
0.40 - 0.95 along Virginia Avenue (SRI 01021017). 

COMMENT: The following projects do not have milepost information. Please provide. 

• S2505 Arctic Avenue, Maine to Pennsylvania Avenues
• S2503 Arctic Avenue, Arkansas to Chelsea Avenues
• S2506 Arctic Avenue, Pennsylvania to Arkansas Avenues
• S2504 Arctic Avenue, Chelsea Avenue to Black Horse Pike

RESPONSE: All projects noted along Arctic Avenue (SRI 01021427) consist of a standard mill and 
overlay and include ADA access and drainage improvements when needed. Project limits for 
DBNUM S2503 are from Arkansas Avenue (MP 1.07) to Chelsea Avenue (MP 0.35). Project limits 
of DBNUM S2504 are from Chelsea Avenue (MP 0.35) to Black Horse Pike (MP 0.00). Project limits 
of DBNUM S2505 are from Maine Avenue (MP 2.62) to Pennsylvania Avenue (MP 1.85). Project 
limits of DBNUM S2506 are from Pennsylvania Avenue (MP 1.85) to Arkansas Avenue (MP 1.07).

WHEREAS, the South Jersey Transportation Planning Organization (SJTPO) is the 
Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) designated under Federal law for the southern region 
of New Jersey including Atlantic, Cape May, Cumberland, and Salem Counties; and 

WHEREAS, an MPO is responsible for developing a Transportation Improvement 
Program (TIP) that sets forth significant surface transportation projects for at least four years, as 
required by the Federal Metropolitan Planning Rule (23 CFR 450 and 500; 49 CFR 613C); and 

WHEREAS, the SJTPO FFY 2026-2035 TIP was developed in accordance with the 
requirements of the Intermodal Surface Transportation Efficiency Act of 1991 (ISTEA), the 
Transportation Equity Act for the 21st Century (TEA-21), the Safe, Accountable, Flexible, 
Efficient Transportation Equity Act: a Legacy for Users (SAFETEA-LU), the Moving Ahead for 
Progress in the 21st Century Act (MAP-21), Fixing America’s Surface Transportation (FAST) Act, 
and the Infrastructure Investment and Jobs Act (IIJA); and 

WHEREAS, the transportation plans and programs developed by the SJTPO conform to 
the purposes of the State Implementation Plan for air quality control and Sections 174 and 176 (c) 
and (d) of the Clean Air Act (42 U.S.C. 7504, 7506 (c) and (d)); and 

WHEREAS, the TIP is consistent with the current conforming Regional Transportation 
Plan (RTP), known as Forward 2050, adopted January 27, 2025; and 

WHEREAS, the processes for interagency consultation and public involvement required by 
the United States Environmental Protection Agency’s (USEPA) Transportation Conformity Rule 
(40 CFR Part 93) have been met; and 

WHEREAS, the public, private transportation providers, and all interested parties have 
had an opportunity to participate and have their views considered in the development of the TIP 
and its Transportation Conformity Determination; and 

WHEREAS, comments were received from the public, and have been formally addressed 
by SJTPO and our member agencies as Appendix D of the TIP document; and 

WHEREAS, formal adoption is sought for the first four years of the TIP (FFY 2026-2029), 
with additional years (FFY 2030-2035) being included for information only; and 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Policy Board of the South Jersey 
Transportation Planning Organization hereby determines that the SJTPO FFY 2026-2035 
Transportation Improvement Program conforms to the purposes of the State Implementation 
Plan and the Clean Air Act and this determination applies to the entire region. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Policy Board hereby adopts the SJTPO FFY 
2026-2035 Transportation Improvement Program.
